champions’ title challenge alive.

Liverpool’s late win at Crystal Palace
earlier in the day meant City started 12
points behind the leaders and looked
in danger of failing to cut that gap when
N'Golo Kante gave Chelsea a deserved lead
midway through the first half.

However, Kevin de Bruyne's deflected
strike and a trademark left-footed finish
from Riyad Mahrez saw City edge a thrilling
encounter.

Earlier, Liverpool showed why they are
kings of late winners at Crystal Palace while
Jose Mourinho made an instant impact as

Tottenham boss, masterminding an end
to the club’s dismal away record in the
Premier League against rivals West Ham.

Elsewhere, second-placed Leicester beat
Brighton 2-0 to stay eight points behind
Jurgen Klopp's leaders while Arsenal were
held 2-2 at home by Southampton.

At the London Stadium, Son Heung-
min, Lucas Moura and Harry Kane were
on the scoresheet for Spurs as Mourinho
won his first game in charge 3-2 days after
replacing the sacked Mauricio Pochettino.

“It was wvery, very important. Eleven
months without music in the away dressing
room, without a smile, without happiness
and they did it,"” said Mourinho.

Asked about being back, he said: “That's
where 1 belong [on the touchline], that
is my natural habitat. I just love it. When
things go in your direction, winning is the
best feeling.”

1st SAARC Chess
from today

The 1st SAARC Chess
Championship begins in
Dhaka today with close to
100 chess players of seven
Smuh Asian  countries,
sans Bhutan, participating in the FIDE
Chess Zone 3.2 event.

Organised under the auspices of FIDE,
the nine-round event will be held in Swiss
League system, with 20,000 US dollars
earmarked for prize money in the open,
women's and blitz chess section. The
matches will be held at the FARS Hotel,
starting from tomorrow.

A press conference in this regard was held
at the National Sports Council conference
room vyesterday where Bangladesh Chess
Federation's general secretary Syed Shahab
Uddin Shamim informed that a SAARC Chess
Congress will be held on November 30 while
a chess training session will be conducted by
British Grand Master Nigel Short.

“We will not get Grand Master Niaz
Murshed for this event due to his personal
engagement. But we will hope to get the
other big chess players within the country
onboard for the inaugural edition of this
event,” Shamim said.

“We hope to get Benazir Ahmed, the
president of Bangladesh Chess Federation,
nominated as the president of SAARC Chess
in the congress on November 30. We are
also bringing Nigel Short to take a master
class of chess during the championship,”
Shamim added.

While the event will give chess players
from South Asia the opportunity to
compete against each other, the quality of
participants is questionable. Niaz, the first
GM of the sub-continent, wondered how
much this competition will really help our
chess.

“1 thank and congratulate the
current committee for organising three
international events this year. But the
quality of participants could have been
better so that our chess players could
really become better competing against
better players. These tournaments should
be organised with proper planning and
arrangement,” Niaz said.

While the organisers did not disclose
the names of the Bangladeshi participants,
saying they will wait till the last moment
for entry, they did disclose the foreign
participants, with India’s IM Nubairshah
Shaikh being the highest rated foreign
player with a rating of 2421.

When de Grandhomme joined Watling after the
dismissal of Henry Nicholls for 41 before lunch, New
Zealand's top five were out and they were still 156
runs behind England’s 353.

In the last edition held in India in 2016,
Bangladesh won a total of 75 medals,
including four gold medals.

“We have high expectations this time
around. Our athletes will do much better
than the last edition as they've had better
preparation,” Reza said.

When held at home for the last time in
2010, Bangladesh had clinched as many as
18 gold medals. When asked why the BOA
high-ups are not hoping to even eclipse

that haul, especially with regional sporting
superpower India not participating in at
least 10 disciplines, Reza said, "We had
home advantage in 2010. Furthermore
there was year-long training ahead of that
games which helped them win so many
gold medals.
