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Two held over
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Department of Shaheed Suhrawardy Medical College.

Morgue sources said they found evidence of sexual
intercourse, but another test will be done to confirm
whether the teenager was raped.

Police also detained Rahima’s adopted son, Sohel, a
pick-up van driver, for questioning.

Rahima had been living in a two-bedroom flat of the four-
storey building in Mirpur-2, along with Sohel, for the last six
months. Sumi was hired as her house help on Monday.

The murders came to light when Sumi’s aunt, Tahmina,
came to the flat on Tuesday and found the door unlocked.

Entering the flat, she found the bodies of Rahima and
Sumi on the floor. Neighbours informed police of the
matter, law enforcers said.

Rahima’s daughter Rashida, who lives in Narayanganj,
said she could not say what items were missing. Rashida
took her mother's body to Narayangaj for burial while
Sumi’s body was still at the morgue till yesterday evening.

SM Ali's 91st birth
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Syed Mustafa Ali, an official of the Assam Civil Service, and
nephew of famous litterateur Syed Mujtaba Ali.

He died in 1993 at a Bangkok hospital at the age of 65.

Ali started off as a reporter with the Pakistan Observer
while he was a student at Dhaka University. He went on
to hold important positions in various publications in
Pakistan, Hong Kong, Thailand and Singapore.

He joined the Press Foundation of Asia as its executive
director in the 1970s. In 1981, he became Unesco's regional
communications adviser for Asia and the Pacific and was
based in the Malaysian capital of Kuala Lumpur. Ali returned
home in 1989 and had a brief stint with the Bangladesh
Observer as editor. He launched The Daily Star in 1991 and
worked tirelessly to establish it as a leading national daily.

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Nurul, said investigation agencies and officials have been
changed several times in the last 11 years, but none of them
were able to unearth the truth.

“How long will we have to wait to know the truth
behind my son and husband’s deaths?” asked Ruby.

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Suhrawardy, terming him the “champion of democracy”.

To mark the day, different political and socio-cultural
organisations have taken various programmes including
placing wreaths at the grave of the great leader in the
morning, discussions, Qurankhwani, milad and doa
mahfils in the capital and elsewhere across the country.

Born into an illustrious Bangalee Muslim family in
Midnapore on September 8, 1892, Suhrawardy was
educated in Kolkata and trained as a barrister in Oxford
where he practiced law at the Gray's Inn in Great Britain.,

According to Banglapedia, Suhrawardy was deputy
mayor of Calcutta (now Kolkata) city in 1924; labour
and commerce minister in AK Fazlul Huq's Praja-League
coalition government; and civil supplies minister in
Khwaja Nazimuddin's cabinet during 1943-1945.

He was also chief minister of undivided Bengal during
1946-1947; law minister in Mohammad Ali's cabinet in
Pakistan during 1954-1955; and finally, prime minister of
Pakistan for 13 months between 1956 and 1957.

“l was talking with one of my relatives to help out my
sister by becoming bank guarantor of a project. That's
entirely a family matter and there was no proof of me
being involved in any corruption,” he added.

The room remained locked for nearly four hours, and
at around 4pm Noor along with some activists of his
organisation broke it open.

Nur also alleged that he contacted the university proctor
to help break the lock but the latter denied, saying he had
nothing to do with Ducsu related problems.

Mentionable, a private television channel on Tuesday
aired a report with the audio clip in question.

themselves, and the Planning Commission
can make sure that different agencies
coordinate and consult with the National
River Commission before executing a
scheme,” said Alauddin.

Abu Naser Khan, a wveteran river
conservation activist and chairman of
environmentalist group Poribesh Bachao
Andolon, said, “The country’s rivers are
being ravaged and killed in the name of
development.”

Rivers and canals will survive only if their
natural flow and characters are protected
with routine conservation work that does
not necessitate any uncalled-for expensive
schemes -- making way for plundering of
public money, he said.

Malik Fida A Khan, executive director of
Center for Environmental and Geographic
Information Services and a member of
the NRCC, said in a presentation that any
project in the name of river or wetland
development must ensure natural flow of
the water body, and obtain prior approval
from relevant authority.

There is a very powerful quarter that
operates after undertaking hurried schemes
in the name of river development, without
adequate examination and justification
for the public money to be spent, said
Muzibur Rahman Howlader, chairman of
NRCC.

“The river grabbers are so powerful
that they can even replace a high-ranking

official, who is keen and dedicated to
saving the country’s rivers and canals,” he
said. “So, it may not be possible to save
rivers in a meaningful manner without
participation of the people and public
representatives.”

Relevant river custodians do not enforce
laws in effect for conservation, said
Howlader, adding that even the Criminal
Procedure Code of 1898 empowers police
with the sections 133, 135, 137 and 139
to arrest a river grabber and produce them
before a district magistrate for punishment.

“With multiple laws already in place for
river conservation, one does not necessarily
have to wait for a High Court judgment to
save the country’s rivers,” he said.

Sections 277 and 278 of the Penal Code
have provisions for punishment in this
regard, he said.

Md Zakir Hossain Akand, a member of
the Planning Commission, said, “In most
cases, implementing agencies of proposed
development schemes prefer hurried
approval from Planning Commission, and
at times they cannot provide necessary
information either.”

“Proposals include such schemes that
we cannot always raise our objections,”
he said. “Representation of the NRCC
chairman in the Planning Commission’s
approval process may help the situation.”

Planning Minister MA Mannan, and
a number of district representatives of
Bangladesh Nodi Bachao Andolon, also
spoke at the event.
