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Max Hospital sued for
‘wrong treatment’ again

Hospital authorities say they're not responsible

for the miscarriage

Within a span of weeks, a second allegation
of “death from wrong treatment” has been
raised against Max Hospital in Chattogram,
with a case filed this time by the aggrieved.

Yusuf Alam Masud, a lawyer at
Chattogram court, filed a case with the
court of Chattogram Metropolitan Senior
Magistrate Sarwar Jahan, alleging that his
baby was killed in the womb of his wife,
due to “wrong treatment” of doctors at Max
Hospital, said Advocate Anwar Hossain,
the complainant’s attorney.

The accused are Dr Liakat Ali, managing
director of the hospital; Dr Afroza
Ferdous, a consultant of gynaecology; and
Dr AHM Rakibul Haque, consultant of
ultrasonogram at the hospital.

Masud’s wife was expecting and was
undergoing treatment under Dr Afroza,
who practices at Max Hospital, said Anwar,
adding, the doctor set the delivery date for
December 17.

As the expecting mother felt pain
and thought she was going into labour
on December 1, Masud took her to see
Dr Afroza, and the doctor suggested an
ultrasonogram at the hospital by Dr
Rakibul, said Anwar.

Rakibul performed the test and
“confirmed” that the movement of the
baby was normal.

Dr  Afroza, upon seeing the
ultrasonogram, also “confirmed” the
movement of the baby to be normal, and

said the pain was not delivery pain and
that the due date would still be December
17, said Anwar. The doctor then prescribed
some painkillers to the patient.

The expecting mother was relieved of
her pain upon taking the medication, but
her abdomen became stiff, said the lawyer,
adding that she felt pain on December 3
again, and was rushed to Metropolitan
Hospital in the city where she delivered a
dead baby.

Anwar also claimed that the doctor who
delivered the baby said it was “slightly
decomposed”, and the baby died some
days ago.

The complainant, in his petition, alleged
that his baby died due to wrong treatment
by the doctors at Max Hospital and begged
the court for justice.

Senior Magistrate Sarwar Jahan ordered
Police Bureau of Investigation to investigate
into the incident by an officer not less than
the rank of assistant superintendent, said
Anwar, adding that the court ordered PBI
to submit the report after investigation
and taking opinion from a neutral
gynaecologist on the next hearing date of
January 19, 2020.

When asked why the patient was taken to
a different hospital on December 3, Masud
told this newspaper that the gynaecologist
had suggested he could take his wife to any
hospital of their convenience, and contact
her.

“The baby was delivered within minutes

Five killed in road
accidents in 3 districts

Three separate motorbike-related accidents
killed three people in Kishoreganj
Mymensingh, and Noakhali districts
yesterday, while another two died in
another road crash in Noakhali. Among
the deceased were a seven-year-old boy
and a police constable, reported our
correspondents.

In Kishoreganj, seven-year-old Jihad
Hossain was killed by a motorbike at
Madhya Manderkandi area on Mothkhola-
Katiadi road in Pakundia upazila yesterday
morning.

He was a first-grader at Madhya
Manderkandi Govt Primary School.

The accident occurred when a
motorbike hit Jihad while he was
crossing the road near his house around
10am, quoting locals, Officer-in-

Charge of Pakundia Police Station Md
Mofizur Rahman told our Mymensingh
correspondent.

Critically injured, he was rushed to
Pakundia Upazila Health Complex where
doctors declared him dead.

Locals caught the biker, Jasim Uddin
(20) and his accomplice, Rabbi (13) and
handed them over to the police. A case

A young woman was killed and five were injured in an explosion at a
sweater factory in Ashulia of Savar, on the outskirts of Dhaka yesterday.

Deceased Rima Khatun (20) was a worker at a readymade garment
factory in Ashulia.

Jahangir Alam, senior station officer of DEPZ Fire Station, said the
incident took place at Natural Sweater Village Ltd in Gouripur area.

Walls of three sides of the factory building collapsed after a machine
that was used to transfer gas to a boiler exploded around 7:45am, he
said.

Rima died on the spot when the wall facing the road collapsed on her
while she was walking by, he added.

On information, two fire service units rushed to the spot, recovered
the injured and sent them to several hospitals. Their injuries range from
minor to critical but none sustained burn injuries, the firefighter said.

Among the injured -- Jalil (50), Aiyub Ali (40) and Mahfuza (40),
who are workers of Natural Sweater Village -- have been admitted to
Enam Medical College Hospital, said hospital authorities.

Firefighters are investigating the exact reason behind the explosion,
Jahangir said.

In Gopalganj, two people including
a police officer were killed and two were
injured in a motorbike accident on
Kotalipara-Rajor road at Debgram area
under Kotalipara upazila yesterday.
The deceased are Md Emdadul Haque
(24) and Ronjit Biswas (27). Emdadul
was a constable of Kashiani Police Station,
reported our Faridpur correspondent.
Quoting locals, Sheikh Lutfar Rahman,
officer-in-charge of Kotalipara Police
Station said, “The accident occurred
when two motorbikes collided head-on
at Debgram area. Emdadul and Ronjit
died on the spot and two other motorbike
passengers were injured. The injured have
been taken to Gopalganj General Hospital.”

ICT set to deliver verdict
on Rajshahi man today

The International Crimes Tribunal-1 will deliver its verdict today in a case
filed against a Rajshahi man for allegedly committing crimes during the
Liberation War in 1971.

Abdus Sattar alias Tipu Sultan (66), now in jail, is facing two charges.
He, however, pleaded not guilty before the court.

The three-member tribunal led by Justice Md Shahinur Islam yesterday
fixed the date, said Prosecutor Mukhlesur Rahman Badal. It kept the verdict
waiting on October 17 after both the prosecution and defence completed
closing arguments, he added.

Sattar was a member of Islami Chhatra Sangha, the then student wing
of anti-liberation Jamaat-e-Islami, and a member of the Razakar Bahini
during the war, according to the investigation agency.

He was arrested in May, 1972 under the Collaborators Order, 1972 but
was released in August, 1974. The accused retired in 2011 as an assistant

5 burned by live wire

Five people sustained burn injuries as
they came in contact with a live wire at a
warehouse in Patiya upazila of Chattogram
yesterday.

The injured are Abu Syed, Abdur Rahim,
Md Saker, Md Sajjad and Md Ali, said
police. They are being treated at Chattogram
Medical College Hospital (CMCH).

Rahim, caretaker of the warehouse of
LP gas cylinders, came in contact with an
electric wire around 10am, said Borhan
Uddin, officer-in-charge of Patiya Police
Station. The others also sustained burn
injuries while trying to rescue him, the OC
added, quoting witnesses.

Locals took them to the hospital, said
Assistant Sub-inspector Alauddin Talukder
of CMCH police camp.

Rahim’s condition is critical as he
sustained 65 percent burns, he said quoting
doctors.
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
