“We received the copy of injunction
from the BFE. We have informed our higher
authority about the issue and they will take
decision,” Abahani manager Satyajit Das
Rupu said, adding that those three players
played the first match after getting clearance
from BFF's players’ status committee.

Relying to a query, Rupu said, “Yes, these
three players will miss the next matches but
[ believe we have alternative for them at the
bench and it won’t hurt us much.”
