Today, according to the BTV archives, more than 2

million televisions receive transmissions from the
network’s 17 relay stations. In 2004, BTV started
worldwide broadcasts through their satellite based
branch, BTV World.

In celebration of their 55th birth
anniversary, BTV hosted various programmes
yesterday. On the other hand, Channel i, like
every year, organised many special events
on the day. Renowned singer Rezwana
Chowdhury Bannya performed in an episode
of Channel i's Gaane Gaane Shokal Shuru,
marking BTV's birth anniversary.
