Home Minister Asaduzzaman Khan Kamal
yesterday said no musical events will be
allowed in open places on the occasion of
celebrating 31st night.

“All bars will remain closed from the
night of December 30 to 6pm on January
1. Carrying arms will also be prohibited
during the time,” he told the news agency.

Kamal said the government has banned
musical activities including fireworks after
6pm from December 31 to January 1.

“Stern action will be taken if anyone tries
to create anarchy centring the December 31
night. The government will ensure tight
security across the country,” he said.

Additional member of law enforcement
agencies including intelligence agency
and Rapid Action Battalion will also be
deployed.

The minister said movement of all
vehicles (except vehicles carrying stickers)
has been restricted on the Dhaka University
premises on December 31.
