British Prime Minister Boris

Johnson was scheduled
to speak to European
Commission President

Ursula von der Leyen
yesterday to try to break an
impasse in trade talks with
time running out to avoid
a chaotic end to the Brexit
saga.

Britain left the European
Union on Jan 31 but rules
governing trade, travel and
business have remained
unchanged during a
transition period which
ends on Dec 31, when
a new relationship will
be established - with or
without a deal.

The  talks  between
Johnson and von der Leyen
could provide the political
impetus to move the sides
closer to bridging their
substantial differences,
or highlight how the “red
lines” on both sides mean
a deal remains out of reach.

For the second day in a
row, the United States on
Friday notched a record
number of coronavirus
cases in 24 hours, reaching
225,201 new infections,
according to a tally by
Johns Hopkins University.

The novel coronavirus
has killed at least 1,519,213
people since the outbreak
emerged in China last
December, according to a
tally from official sources
compiled by AFP at 1100
GMT yesterday.

At least 65,865,820
cases of coronavirus have
been registered. Of these,
at least 41,777,200 are now
considered recovered.

Reminds WHO; Russia starts inoculating
vulnerable workers against coronavirus

The World Health Organization warned that vaccines were no magic bullet for the
coronavirus crisis, as Russia started vaccinating its high-risk workers yesterday and other

countries geared up for similar programmes.

The WHO warned about what it said was an erroneous belief that the Covid-19 crisis is
over with jabs on the horizon, nearly a year after the start of the pandemic that has killed
1.5 million people worldwide.

“Vaccines do not equal zero Covid,” said WHO emergencies director Michael Ryan,

adding that not everyone will be able to receive it early next year.
