GAVI asks for 
political support
EU grapples with vaccine delays

Political support is needed for a global scheme to vaccinate 
people in poor and middle income countries as wealthier 
nations strike fresh bilateral deals with developers to secure 
limited supplies, the head of the GAVI vaccine alliance said.

“There is almost a sense of vaccine panic,” Seth 
Berkley, CEO of the GAVI alliance that co-leads the 
COVAX multilateral vaccine facility with the World Health 
Organization (WHO), told a press conference for UN 
correspondents in Geneva on Tuesday.

“The headlines this week clearly just told us how 
changeable supply scenarios are right now even for well-
resourced governments,” he said.

The European Commission said earlier it would finalise 
a proposal by the end of the week to require pharmaceutical 
firms to register their vaccine exports from the European 
Union, while insisting it had no plans to impose an export 
ban.

EU countries learnt late last week that deliveries of the 
vaccine from AstraZeneca would be some 60% lower in the 
first quarter than initially indicated. There have also been 
reduced deliveries of a vaccine jointly produced by Pfizer 
and BioNTech.

Berkley said that a global political consensus was 
needed behind the COVAX facility, which he said now 
aimed to deliver 2.3. billion doses by year-end, including 
1.8 billion doses to lower income countries at no cost to 
their governments.

The Anti-Corruption Commission has 
summoned ten businesspersons for 
quizzing over laundering of about Tk 
2,000 crore from People’s Leasing and 
Financial Services Limited (PLFSL).

ACC’s Deputy Director Gulshan 
Anowar Prodhan issued a notice to the 
businesspersons to appear before the 
Commission’s Segunbagicha headquarters 
between February 2 and February 3.

The ACC summoned owners, managing 
directors and directors of a dyeing factory, 
real estate and agro-base companies, and a 
solar power company.

ACC sources said the those summoned 
had laundered the money from PLFSL 
allegedly in collaboration with former 
managing director of NRB Global Bank 
and fugitive Proshanta Kumar Halder alias 
PK Halder.

Earlier this week, the ACC filed five 
cases against 33 people, including Halder, 
for laundering around Tk 346 crore of 
International Leasing and Financial 
Services Limited (ILFSL).

Hostel supers, 5 
guards at fault

Finds HC formed probe body

The probe committee, formed by the High Court to investigate the incident 
of gang-rape on Murari Chand College campus in Sylhet, found negligence 
of two hostel superintendents, three day-guards, two night-guards.

Principal Prof Mohammad Saleh Ahmed, the head of the institution, 
also cannot avert his responsibilities, the committee wrote in its inquiry 
report submitted to the HC. 

Some former and current students of the college had occupied seats in 
the hostel and Saifur Rahman, a former student, managed to occupy the 
residence of the hostel superintendent. 

Thus, they dared to commit the heinous crime on the college campus, 
the probe report mentioned. 

The HC bench of Justice Mohammad Mozibur Rahman Miah is 
scheduled to deal with the inquiry report on February 4. 

The inquiry report was submitted by the four-member committee, 
headed by Sylhet’s District and Sessions Judge Md Bazlur Rahman, on 
October 20 last year. 

Other three members of the committee are Sylhet’s Additional 
Metropolitan Sessions Judge Mominun Nesa, Chief Metropolitan 
Magistrate Mohammad Abul Kashem and Additional Deputy 
Commissioner Sharmin Sultana, sources said. 

Supreme Court lawyer Mohammad Mesbah Uddin, who read the 
probe report, told The Daily Star that the probe committee made 15 
recommendations in order to ensure security on the college campus.

Railways Minister Nurul Islam Sujan has directed the 
authorities concerned to do further study on whether 
Keraniganj and the entire Purbachal area can be brought 
under the proposed circular rail network.
