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DSA must be
abolished

Protesters demand at
Shaheed Minar
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With cartoonist Ahmed Kabir Kishore and writer Mushtaq
Ahmed behind bars for more than nine months, a group
of citizens, including teachers and rights activists, staged
demonstrations at the city’'s Central Shaheed Minar
yesterday demanding abolishment of the controversial
Digital Security Act (DSA).

Mentioning that people are now fighting to establish
freedom of speech in the country, the protesters compared
the prevailing situation with that of February 1952, when
Bangalees raised their voice to establish the right to speak
in their mother tongue.

Terming the DSA a draconian law, the protesters said
they fear to be under the government'’s surveillance round
the clock as they feel that they live in a state of “speaking,
hearing and seeing no evil”.

Their fear was portrayed through different cultural
performances like music of rebellion and freedom, baul
songs, recitation of poems and a street drama.

Rights watchdogs and different other organisations are
voicing deep concern about arbitrary detention and other
forms of harassment of citizens, including journalists and
artists, who are facing increasing attacks on their right to
freedom of expression.

With placards bearing different slogans against the
government, around 250 people joined the protest rally
yesterday.

Speaking at the programme, Prof Anu Muhammad of

Fifty-five municipalities in 34 districts go to
polls today amid worries over violence and
confusion among many about being able
to cast votes in a free and fair manner.

The confusion stemmed from some
remarks made by ruling party leaders in a
few of the districts. A leader in Lakshmipur
asked voters to cast their ballots in public
for an Awami League mayor candidate.
Another AL leader, in Chuadanga, went one
step further and ordered party men to bar
anyone from voting for candidates from
other parties.

Besides, several people have been injured
in clashes in the run-up to the election.

This time, the Election Commission is
holding municipal polls, which take place
after every five years, in six phases. The
fourth phase is being held today.

Electronic voting machines (EVMs) are
in use in 29 of the 55 municipalities while
traditional ballot papers in the rest.

A clash occurred between BNP activists and police in front
of the city’s Jatiya Press Club yesterday around noon during
BNP’s protest against the decision to revoke the gallantry
award given to late president Ziaur Rahman.

Police claimed at least 10 of their members were injured
during the clash while BNP said 119 of its members were
injured “in police attack.”

Witnesses said several hundred protestors started
gathering in front of the Jatiya Press Club around 10:00am
and started a rally with huge police presence nearby.

Several senior leaders of BNP, including Gayeshwar
Chandra Roy, Khandaker Mosharraf Hossain, and
Amanullah Aman, joined the rally organised by Dhaka
south and north city units jointly as part of the party’s
countrywide programme in all cities.

The rally was being held peacefully for nearly two hours,
with BNP men blocking the road in front of the club.

But they became locked in altercation at the end of the
rally when BNP standing committee member Khandaker
Mosharraf Hossain was speaking, when law enforcers
requested them to vacate one lane of the the road after
12:00pm to facilitate traffic movement, witnesses said.

At one stage, BNP activists scuffled with police,
prompting the law enforcers to go into an action on the
protesters.
