The government is going to prepare a roadmap soon for
Bangladesh’s smooth transition from a least developed
country to a developing one in the next five years.

It is also set to sign Preferential Trade Agreement (PTA)
with Sri Lanka and Nepal to utilise the trade benefits
available during the transition period, according to finance
ministry officials.

The national taskforce working to implement the
roadmap for Bangladesh'’s graduation to a developing one,
is going to sit soon to prepare the roadmap, said a senior
official at the finance ministry, seeking anonymity.

Secretaries of all the ministries concerned are members
of the taskforce headed by the Principal Coordinator (SDG
Affairs) of the Prime Minister’'s Office. They will discuss
