Govt to make
roadmap soon

Aim is to reap trade benefits
over the next 5 yrs

The government is going to prepare a roadmap soon for
Bangladesh’s smooth transition from a least developed
country to a developing one in the next five years.

It is also set to sign preferential trade agreements
(PTAs) with Sri Lanka and Nepal to reap the trade benefits
available during the transition period, say finance ministry
officials.

The national taskforce working to ensure Bangladesh's
smooth transition to a developing nation will sit soon to
draw up the roadmap, a senior official at the ministry told
The Daily Star yesterday.

Secretaries of all the ministries concerned are members
of the taskforce headed by the principal coordinator (SDG
affairs) of the Prime Minister's Office. They will discuss
the roadmap and strategies to implement the measures
recommended by the United Nations Committee for
Development Policy (UNCDP), said the official, seeking

The peace accord was
signed on December 2,
1997, between the then
Awami League government
and Parbatya Chattagram
Jana Sanghati Samity
to bring an end to two
decades of insurgency and
unrest.

18 killed, 30 hurt
in police firing

Police use live rounds, rubber bullets, stun

Myanmar police fired on protesters around the country yesterday in the
bloodiest day of weeks of demonstrations against a military coup and at
least 18 people were killed, the UN human rights office said.

Police were out in force early and opened fire in different parts of the
biggest city of Yangon after stun grenades, tear gas and shots in the air
failed to break up crowds. Soldiers also reinforced police.
