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Ministry probe finds breach
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payment for the locomotives and Railways
Minister Nurul Islam Sujan in October last
year ordered an investigation into the matter.

The ministry formed a committee in late
November with its Joint Secretary Faizur
Rahman Faruqui as the head. But Project
Director Nur Ahmed Hossain wrote to the
ministry, requesting it to exclude a member
from the body.

In January this year, the ministry
reconstituted the committee, changing the
head and excluding that particular member.
Farukuzzaman, additional secretary (law
and land) of the ministry, was made the
committee chief.

The members of the committee include
Prof Muhammed Mahbubur Razzaque of
Buet's mechanical engineering department,
and Tabassum Binte Islam, joint director
general (mechanical) of the BR.

After missing several deadlines, the
committee submitted its report early this
week.

Meanwhile, the locomotives have been
lying idle at the railways workshop for six
months, at a time when the BR is struggling
to run its operation with a large number of
outdated engines.

PROBE REPORT

Contacted, Farukuzzaman said they have
submitted their report early this week. He
declined to disclose the findings.

However, a person who is very much
aware about the findings said contract
deviations have been found in the supply of
the locomotives.

“Neither of the parties, including
Hyundai, denied it,” he told The Daily Star,
wishing not to be named.

About the change in equipment, Hyundai
officials told the probe committee that they
have supplied “better equipment” but they
did not take legal approval for it, meaning

they have deviated from the contract, he
said.

“Hyundai and the firm assigned for the
pre-shipment inspection have mainly been
blamed for it,” he said.

Two other persons familiar with the
probe findings echoed this.

Railways document shows that Hyundai
supplied alternator model TA9-12CA9SE,
but the agreement sought alternator model
TA12-CA9.

Railways officials said the two models are
different in terms of horsepower output.

Besides, as per a government plan, all
the rail tracks in the country would be
converted into dual gauge within a few
years. The government had instructed the
BR to purchase locomotives which could be
used on both metre-gauge and broad-gauge
by changing the undercarriages.

But with the TA9-12CA9SE alternator, the
locomotives will not run on broad-gauge,
said officials.

Hyundai supplied Engine model
no 8-710G3B-ES instead of model no
8-710G3B-TI as mentioned in the contract,
saying that the engines they provided are
“superior” to the one mentioned in the
contract, documents show.

They also supplied different traction
motors.

A BR official said the agreement contains
clear direction about what should be
done in case of contract deviation and
the authorities should go for it, instead of
forming any committees.

The Daily Star could not reach Roni
Mostafa, proprietor of Golam Mostafa
and Sons, the local agency of Hyundai for
the project, over phone for comments on
the issue. He also did not respond to text
messages.

This newspaper also could not reach the
ministry’s secretary over the phone.

New policy for faster rice import

The minister, however, said the food
ministry was instructed to import rice on
a limited scale. Otherwise, it would impact
the market, he added.

Meanwhile, the government has taken
an initiative to import 5.5 lakh tonnes of
rice through international open tender.

The fresh move came weeks after
the government initiated the process to
import 6 lakh tonnes of rice. Of the total,
3 lakh tonnes will be imported through
international tender and 3 lakh tonnes on
government to government (G-to-G) basis.

Agreements have already been signed to
import the 3 lakh tonnes through tender.

Out of the 3 lakh tonnes to be imported
on G2G basis, the government has already
inked an agreement with India to import 1
lakh tonnes of boiled rice.

Signing an agreement with Myanmar is
under process to import 1 lakh tonnes of
Atap rice.

Proposal of importing the rest 1 lakh
tonnes of boiled rice from India under G2G
has been sent to the Cabinet Committee on
Government Purchase.

The government imported
thousand tonnes of rice till March 2.

According to the food ministry, the
country’s food stock was at only 6.44 lakh
tonnes till February 28 -- 5.34 lakh tonnes
of rice and the rest wheat.

The ministry considers the stock of

around 10 lakh tonnes of rice safe.

In July last year, the government had a
stock of 11.88 lakh tonnes of rice.

During the same period in 2019, the
food department had a stock of 16.74 lakh
tonnes of grains, according to data from
the food ministry’s food planning and
monitoring unit.

The stock started falling in June last
year as distribution under the social safety
net and other government programmes
continued despite sluggish procurement of
food grains.

Farmers and millers refrained from
selling food grains to the food office at the
government-fixed rates at prices were soaring.

An increase in distribution of cereal
among those affected by the Covid-19
pandemic and recurring floods also
contributed to the drop in the stock, said
food ministry officials.

Procurement Situation

The Directorate General of Food sought
to procure 19.5 lakh tonnes of Boro paddy
and rice from April 26 to September 15 last
year. But it could buy only 9.09 lakh tonnes
during the period.

It is also going to miss its Aman
procurement target this season.

The directorate’s target was to buy 8
lakh tonnes of grain during Aman season
between November 20 last year and
February 28 this year. It, however, managed
to buy only 73,000 tonnes till February 25.

The government failed to achieve the
procurement target mainly because it
fixed paddy and rice prices lower than
production costs at the farm level.

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Mozibur Rahman Miah and Justice
Md Kamrul Hossain Mollah fixed May
23 for further hearing on the issue.

Also yesterday, Md Ali Akbar,
supreme court registrar general,
placed another report to the HC
bench through Nawroz saying that
a three-member monitoring cell,
headed by Ali, has been formed to
monitor whether the trials of the cases
filed under the Women and Children
Repression Prevention Act 2000, are
completed in 180 days.

The monitoring cell has been
constituted in line with a verdict
delivered by the HC on December 5,
2016. The HC directive came in the
full text of the verdict, delivered by the
HC bench of Justice M Enayetur Rahim
and Justice JBM Hassan released on
May 12, 2017.

According to section 20 of the Act,
the Women and Children Repression

Prevention Tribunal must finish the
trial of the cases filed under this law
within 180 days of framing charges.

Section 31(ka) of the law states if the
trial of a case is not finished on time,
the tribunal judge, public prosecutor
and police officer concerned have to
submit separate reports to the SC and
the government, mentioning causes
for the delay, and then the authorities
concerned should take necessary
steps.

During yesterday's hearing, the
HC bench, led by Justice Mozibur
Rahman Miah, questioned some
orders delivered by another HC bench
issuing a condition that the accused in
a rape case will be granted bail if they
marry their victims in jail, if there was
a previous relationship between them.

Mozibur Rahman's bench,
in this regard, said rape is not a
compoundable offence.

The writ petitioner's lawyers

Aneek R Haque and Yeadia Zaman
told the HC that the rape is a non-
compoundable criminal offence and it
cannot be settled through arbitration
or out of court.

A DAG, on condition of anonymity,
told The Daily Star that another HC
bench has granted ad-interim bail to
seven to eight accused, including a
convict of separate rape cases, after
they agreed to marry their victims in
jail gates.

Following a petition filed by Ain
O Salish Kendra (ASK), a leading
rights organisation, the HC bench,
led by Justice Mozibur Rahman Miah,
on October 21 last year directed law
enforcers to take necessary steps
to stop the use of arbitration in
adjudicating rape incidents in the
country.

It also sought separate compliance
reports from the IGP and SC registrar
general on this issue.

‘CAN PAKISTAN BE SAVED?

On the night of March 4, 1971,
Major General Rao Farman Ali, then
military adviser to the governor of
East Pakistan, visited Bangabandhu at
his Dhanmondi residence and asked,
“Can Pakistan be saved?” Sheikh
Mujib replied in the affirmative and
said, “It can be saved if somebody
listens to us. So many people are
being killed by the army. They listen

to [Zulfikar Ali] Bhutto. They don't
listen to me.” [ Rao Farman Ali, How
Pakistan Got Divided, OUP 2017]

Bangabandhu added that first of all
there should be no opposition to the
Six Points. Referring to their private
talks in January 1971, Bangabandhu
said Bhutto had not opposed any of
the provisions of the Six Points but
had been interested only in cabinet
positions for his party members and
in the presidency for himself. He also
demanded abrogation of martial law
and transfer of power.

Tajuddin Ahmad joined the
conversation at this juncture and
emphasised two separate constituent
assemblies, one for the east and one
for the west, preparing constitutional
drafts and then meeting as one to
complete the final document as the
only solution to the crisis. He also
indicated that AL representatives

could not sit in the same room with
Bhutto after his unilateral veto to the
convening of the National Assembly.
