Hasina tells UNGA president

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday
expressed concern about the repatriation of
Rohingyas following the recent development in
Myanmar as it has made the process uncertain.

“The situation has become uncertain due to
the recent developments in Myanmar,” Hasina
said when visiting United Nations General
Assembly (UNGA) President Volkan Bozkir met
her at the Gono Bhaban.

PM'’s Press Secretary Thsanul Karim briefed
reporters after the meeting.

Mentioning that over one million Rohingyas
have taken shelter in Bangladesh, the PM said, “We were in dialogue with
the Myanmar government with little progress.”

She said Bangladesh is monitoring the present situation in Myanmar as
the repatriation process has become uncertain.
