Two chicken varieties developed by Bangladesh Agricultural University (BAU) scientists
have the potentials to usher in a new era in poultry farming. Developed from native
chicken germplasm, they grow quickly, consume very little and are disease-resistant.
Their meat is as tasty as that of local varieties and is deemed safer as they do not require
any vaccines and antibiotics.
The two varieties -- BAU White and BAU Colour -- are the result of a five-year research
aimed at meeting the ever-growing demand for quality protein at an affordable price.
