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cities we see ICUs (intensive
care units) and hospitals full
and people dying -- yet on the
streets people are acting like it’s
completely over.

“You can’t have it both ways.”

Because of the way the world had
handled the crisis, Covid-19 would
not be eradicated and was here to
stay, she added.

The novel coronavirus has killed
at least 4.8 million people since
the outbreak emerged in China in
December 2019, according to a tally
from official sources compiled by
AFP.

Van Kerkhove said deaths now
were largely happening among
people who had not been vaccinated.

“From the countries that are
providing that information, the
rate of hospitalisation and death is
by far really among those who are
unvaccinated,” she said.

Van Kerkhove also hit out at
Covid-19 misinformation and
disinformation circulating on the
internet.

“It is resulting in people dying.
There is no way to sugar-coat that,”
she said.

Van Kerkhove said the WHO was
having discussions about the shape of
the pandemic over the next three to
18 months.

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Judith Hart, British MP and former
minister for overseas aid in the
Labour government, urged the British
government to exert pressure on
Pakistan. She added, “I believe the
moment has now come when outright
expression of world opinion is an
urgent necessity.

“This is death and suffering on a
megaton scale, the kind of thing we
used to discuss when we talked about
nuclear war,” she added.

Justice Abu Sayeed Choudhury,
special  representative  of  the
Bangladesh government, was invited
at the meeting. He made a fervent
appeal to recognise Bangladesh,
secure release of Bangabandhu
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman and put
pressure on Yahya Khan to withdraw
West Pakistani army from the soil of

A bridge on the Chagalnaya-Belonia
road was demolished by the guerillas.

Deputy OeVP general secretary Gaby Schwarz confirmed
the prosecutors’ actions but did not confirm who was
being investigated, saying only that raids were “for show”
and that “accusations were constructed over events that
date back as far as five years”.

Kurz began his second term as chancellor in January
2020 at the head of a coalition with the Green party.
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
