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The fabric is unassuming despite 

being made from silk yarns. Yet, it is 

overlaying thread work that makes 

the pieces stand out. This at times, 

adds significantly to the weight of the 

katan saris.

To add to the glam factor, the 

accentuation is often carried out in 

golden or silver threads of varying 

thickness. Not meant to be everyday 

wear, katan’s distinct value addition 

through the intricate thread work is a 

highlight of the skill the artisans use 

to execute the ornate designs.
