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UK’s former Brexit minister
gives backing to PM

Britain's former Brexit minister, David Frost,
yesterday insisted he had not stepped down to
mount a leadership challenge against Prime
Minister Boris Johnson, and gave his backing
to the beleaguered leader. Frost's shock
resignation, announced late on Saturday,
comes not only at a crucial time in talks with
the European Union but also as Johnson's
position looks increasingly under threat. But
Frost maintained: “| left the government
because | couldn’t support certain policies,”
most recently on Covid restrictions. “If you're
a minister, you have to support collective
responsibility... and | couldn’t and that's why
I had to leave,” he told Sky News outside his
London home.

Chile celebrates as leftist Boric

elected president

The streets of Santiago erupted in celebration
Sunday after leftist millennial Gabriel Boric
became Chile’s youngest-ever president-elect
with an unexpectedly large victory over his

far-right rival in a polarizing race. Boric,
35, garnered nearly 56 percent of the vote
compared to 44 percent for ultra-conservative
Jose Antonio Kast, who conceded even before
the final result was known. Tens of thousands
of Chileans took to the streets of the capital
and other cities after Kast’s concession,

honking car horns in approval, brandishing
pro-Boric placards, waving the rainbow LGBTQ
flag and shouting: “Viva Chile!” Fireworks lit

Britain refused to rule out curbs on gatherings
yesterday, a day after the Netherlands imposed
a lockdown prompted by the fast-spreading
Omicron variant of the coronavirus and as other
European nations considered putting a squeeze on
Christmas.

Thailand is considering reinstating mandatory
quarantine for foreign visitors as the health
ministry reported the country’s first case of local
transmission of the coronavirus variant.

The mobile phone of a UN-backed investigator who was
examining possible war crimes in Yemen was targeted
with spyware made by Israel’s NSO Group, a new forensic
analysis has revealed.

Kamel Jendoubi, who served as the chairman of the now
defunct Group of Eminent Experts in Yemen (GEE)- a panel
mandated by the UN to investigate possible war crimes —
was targeted in August 2019, according to an analysis of his
mobile phone by experts at Amnesty International and the
Citizen Lab at the University of Toronto.

The targeting is claimed to have occurred just weeks
before Jendoubi and his panel of experts released a
damning report which concluded that the Saudi-led
coalition in the Yemen war had committed “serious
violations of international humanitarian law” that could
lead to “criminal responsibility for war crimes”.

Jendoubi’s mobile number also appears on a leaked
database at the heart of the Pegasus Project, an investigation
into NSO by the Guardian and other media outlets. The
leaked list contained numbers of individuals who were
believed to have been selected as potential surveillance
targets by NSO’s government clients.

The data suggests that Jendoubi was selected as a
potential surveillance target by Saudi Arabia, which was a
longtime client of NSO before it was dropped earlier this
year after allegations that it abused the surveillance tool.

SUPER TYPHOON RAI
Philippines
death toll
hits 375

The death toll from the
strongest typhoon to hit
the Philippines this year
surged to 375 yesterday, as
survivors pleaded for urgent
supplies of drinking water,
food and medicines.

The Philippine Red Cross
reported “complete
carnage” in coastal areas
after Typhoon Rai left
homes and schools “ripped
to shreds”.

The storm tore off roofs,
uprooted trees, toppled
concrete  power  poles,
smashed wooden houses to
pieces, wiped out crops and
flooded villages -- sparking
comparisons to the damage
caused by Super Typhoon
Haiyan in 2013.

“Our situation is so
desperate,”  said  Ferry
Asuncion, a street vendor
in the hard-hit seaside
city of Surigao, which was
devastated by the storm.
More than 380,000 people
fled their homes and
beachfront resorts as Rai
slammed into the country
on Thursday.
