“This indicates that the rate of job loss [of migrant workers] 
increased significantly amid the pandemic,” it adds.

The report says amid the pandemic, 94 percent of the 
4,10,102 migrants headed to Saudi Arabia and Oman.

In terms of generating remittance, Bangladesh received 
$20.4 billion this year, as of November. If the trend 
continues, Bangladesh is set to see a two percent growth in 
remittance by the end of 2021.

RMMRU said signing of a memorandum of 
understanding between Bangladesh and Malaysia on 
labour cooperation was an important development.

Subsequent success, such as ensuring a good number of 
workers heading to Malaysia, will largely depend on making 
recruiting agencies accountable, Prof Tasneem said.
