Farmers all smiles as 
hay prices go up

Farmers in Lalmonirhat and Kurigram are all smiles 
as the prices of hay have increased more than those of 
paddy in recent times.

“The prices of hay have increased more than paddy 
now,” farmer Ahmed Ali said. 

“A few years back, I would willingly give away hay to 
many locals free of 
cost but I cannot do 
it now as the prices of 
hay have gone up,” the 
sixty-year-old added.

The growers said 
now each bundle of 
paddy straw weighing 
half a kg is being sold 
at Tk 6 to Tk 7 in the 
local market, which 
was Tk 4 to Tk 5 each 
bundle last year. 

They added that around 900 to 1,100 bundles of hay 
are obtained from each bigha of land. It costs Tk seven 
to Tk nine thousand per bigha of land to cultivate 
paddy. Hay is excellent fodder for cattle. The price 
of hay has also gone up due to an increase in cattle 
rearing.

According to the Department of Agricultural 

Extension (DAE), Aman paddy was cultivated on 
2,04,515 hectares of land in Kurigram and Lalmonirhat 
this year. Around 8 lakh 79 thousand and 415 tonnes 
of paddy have been produced. Farmers have got about 
184 crore six lakh 35 thousand bundles of hay.

According to the Livestock Department, there are 
about 18 lakh cows and buffaloes in Kurigram and 
Lalmonirhat. On an average, five to six bundles of hay 
are required daily for a cow and nine to 10 bundles for a 
buffalo. Hay is very useful, especially for dairy cows. 

Farmer Premananda Roy of Belgachha village in 
Kurigram Sadar upazila said he got about 11,000 
bundles of hay from his 12 bighas of land this year. He 
left 5,000 bundles for his five cows and sold the rest at 
Tk six each. 

“As the price of hay has gone up, we are now 
benefiting from paddy cultivation,” he said.

Shamsul Islam, a farmer from Doljor village in 
Aditmari upazila of Lalmonirhat, said they were happy 
with the rise in the price of hay. 

As the price of hay has gone up, farmers are now 
more interested to cultivate paddy, he said.

He got Tk 57 thousand by selling hay of nine bighas 
of land this year.

Shamim Ashraf, deputy director of DAE in 
Lalmonirhat, said because of the increase in hay 
prices, farmers are happy and their interests in paddy 
cultivation have increased.
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
