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Polls, EC formation, DSA 
take prominence

The government is committed to free and 
fair elections and is ready to check misuse 
and abuse of the Digital Security Act. 

Ministers said this during a diplomatic 
briefing yesterday. The briefing, the first 
of its kind this year, came after more 
than an hour of meeting with diplomats 
organised by the foreign ministry at the 
Foreign Service Academy.

Foreign Minister AK Abdul Momen, 
Law Minister Anisul Huq, LGRD Minister 
Md Tazul Islam, State Minister for Foreign 
Affairs Md Shahriar Alam and foreign 
secretary Masud Bin Momen were present 
during the briefing.

FM Momen briefly touched on the 
ongoing local government elections. This 

is the first time the country has elected 
third gender UP Chairpersons, Momen 
mentioned. 

Meanwhile, the LGRD minister briefed 
the diplomats about different phases and 
results of the ongoing local government 
elections. The law minister, in his remarks, 
elaborated on the procedure of the EC 
formation and the current dialogue of 
between the president and different 
political parties. 

On the DSA, he mentioned that the 
government is engaging with relevant UN 
offices to understand best practices. 

Around 40 diplomats joined the 
briefing. It was followed by an interactive 
session in which questions on LDC 
graduation, business and investment, 
Rohingya repatriation etc. were addressed.

Later, he was 
appointed as a judge of the 
Bangladesh High Court in 
1971.

PBI given time 
again to finish 
probe

A Dhaka court yesterday 
asked police to submit the 
probe report by February 
2 in a case filed against 
Bashundhara Group 
Managing Director Sayem 
Sobhan Anvir.

Anvir and seven others 
were accused in the 
case filed over the rape 
and murder of a college 
student in the capital’s 
Gulshan.

Yesterday was the sixth 
time the PBI failed to 
submit the probe report, 
court officials said.

Anvir is the prime 
accused in the case and 
Bashundhara Group 
Chairman Ahmed Akbar 
Sobhan alias Shah Alam 
and six others are accused 
of assisting Anvir.

The other accused are 
Shah Alam’s wife Afroza 
Begum, Anvir’s wife 
Sabrina Sayem, model Faria 
Mahbub Piyasha, Saifa 
Rahman Mim, Ibrahim 
Ahmed Ripon and his wife 
Sharmin.

On April 26, police 
recovered the body of a 
21-year-old college student 
in a Gulshan flat. Her elder 
sister then filed a case with 
Gulshan Police Station, 
accusing Anvir of abetting 
suicide.
