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CTTC said it is applying to 
the court to get Hakan’s 
bank details. 

They are also sending 
requests to the other 
countries to gather 
information about the 
suspects, the officials 
added.

“We may seek help 
through Interpol for getting 
information and for legal 
support, once the provided 
information is verified,” 
Tohidul Islam, additional 
deputy commissioner of 
CTTC, told The Daily Star.

I still feel numbness in parts 
of my body and require 
assistance to recover from 
that.”

During one of the 
many attacks that night, 
Shibir members brutally 
murdered Faruk Hossain, 
a mathematics major, 
dragged his body out of his 
room at Shah Makhdum 
Hall and dumped it into a 
sewer.

Further investigation
