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8,000 books gone
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“We took the idea,” he said, 
adding that in this journey, 
students of different 
schools joined them. 

They held their first 
book fair in 2021 at the 

same spot, where they 
distributed some 3,000 
books.

During the fair, they also 
distributed books among 
children of the city’s slum 
areas.

We can’t trust them
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current one is putting 
irrational pressure on ACC 
officials,” it added. “We’re 
being asked to submit three 
reports each month. The 
frequent issuance of show-
cause and DP is damaging 
the work environment.”

“An investigation 
officer is burdened with 
40/50 inquiries and 
investigations. On top of 
that, the irrational pressure 
of submitting three reports 
each month is affecting 
us both mentally and 
physically,” the letter reads.

Preferring anonymity, 
an ACC official said, 
“They [ACC officials] 
face the wrath when an 
investigation report goes 
against the will of a DG or 
high-up. Sometimes, we’re 
asked not to press charges 
on a particular person.”

Pointing out little 
progress in the BASIC 
Bank scam, he said, “In 
many cases, we’re asked 
by high-ups to go slow or 
change our case priority. 
Later on, when we give 
our explanation regarding 
the cases, they are not 
accepted, and we’re show-
caused.”

In the letter, the 
association requested ACC 
chairman to withdraw 
the revision appeal on the 
removal of section 54(2).

At a press conference 
on Sunday, ACC Secretary 
Mahbub Hossain said the 
commission will not apply 
the section in a wholesale 
manner.

“We’re assuring them 
that it will not be applied 
on everyone,” he said, 
adding that officials need 
not be afraid.

His mother was the first 
to lay down a garland of 
marigold there, while late 
Professor Emeritus Dr 
Anisuzzaman’s mother 
Syeda Khatun was the 
first to donate her gold 
ornaments for it. 

Today, along with 
the aforementioned 
dispensary, the spot is 
taken up by a staff union 
office and food shops. 

Language Movement 
researcher Ghulam 
Quddus told The Daily Star, 
“The Shaheed Minar has 
become more than just a 
monument. It’s a symbol 
of our nation’s existence, 
and a symbol of one’s love 
for their mother tongue. 
To preserve the memory of 
the first, a replica could be 
erected at the same spot or 
beside the Central Shaheed 
Minar.”
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
