China’s military budget - the second-largest in the world

after the United States

is set Lo increase by 7.1 percent

in 2022, Beijing announced yesterday.
Some 1.45 trillion yuan ($230 billion) has been set
aside for national defence, according to a government

budget report.

The increase is slightly higher than the 6.8 percent
rise last year and broadly in line with the general pace of

growth in recent years.

It exceeds Beijing’s annual GDP growth target of 5.5
percent announced separately by Premier Li Kegiang on

Saturday.

Li said Beijing would enhance military training and

President Vladimir Putin
yesterday said that any
country that sought to
impose a no-ly zone
over Ukraine would be
considered by Moscow (o
have entered the conflict.

“Any movement in this
direction will be considered
by us as participation in
an armed conflict by that
country,” the Russian leader
said during a meeting with
Aeroflot employees.

Zelensky had  earlier
criticised Nato for ruling
out imposing a no-fly
zone, saying the Western
military  alliance  had
essentially given “the green
light for further bombing
of Ukrainian cities and
villages”.

He was to appeal to
Washington for  more
assistance yesterday with
an address to the US Senate
after some lawmakers
urged President Joe Biden
to take tougher measures,
including banning Russia’s
oil imports.

Since  Putin’s  army
invaded on February 24,
Russia has pummelled
Ukrainian  cities, with
officials reporting
hundreds of civilians killed.
Europe’s largest atomic
power plant has even come
under attack sparking fears
of a catastrophic nuclear
accident.

But Moscow has so far
only seized two key cities in
its 10-day-long invasion —
Berdiansk and Kherson on
Ukraine’s southern Black
Sea coast.

Capturing Mariupol
represents a bigger prize
for Russian forces as it
would deal a severe blow to
Ukraine’s maritime access
and connect with troops
coming from annexed
Crimea and the Donbas.

The Kremlin said late
Friday that Moscow was
waiting for a third round
of talks with Ukraine in
Belarus, and one of Kyiv's
negotiators said it hoped to
hold them this weekend.

With fears growing of
direct conflict between
Western forces and Russia
-- both nuclear armed --
the US and Moscow have
set up a new direct phone
line to reduce the risks
of “miscalculation”, the
Pentagon said Friday.

Russian authorities have
imposed a news blackout
and several media outlets
have halted operations.

Khurshid Alam  Khan

on Friday said there are
confusions and ambiguities
regarding the law and its
interpretations.

The graft watchdog has
taken aninitiative toamend
the Money Laundering
Prevention Act, 2012, he
told The Daly Star.

Under the law, the
commission is allowed to
conduct enquiries only
against public servants, the
lawyer said.

The ACC cannot
carry out enquiries into
the money laundering
allegations against private

citizens under the law, he
added.

ACC Secretary Mahbub
Hossain on February 17
this year sent a letter to the
cabinet secretary, saying
that if the graft watchdog
is granted the jurisdiction
over enquiring into money
laundering, it would be able
to play a role in keeping the
crime under control.

Khurshid said if the
Money Laundering
Prevention Act is
amended in line with the
ACC’s requirement, the
commission will have no
limitations on conducting
enquiries and  probing
money launderers.
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
