Israel’s president landed in Ankara yesterday to
meet Turkish leader Recep Tayyip Erdogan, the
first visit by an Israeli head of state since 2007,
as the countries seek to mend fractured ties.

President Isaac Herzog’s visit to the Turkish
capital and Istanbul was planned weeks before
Russia invaded Ukraine, but the conflict could
feature at the talks, with both Israel and Turkey
playing mediation roles in recent days.

But bilateral issues are likely to dominate
following more than a decade of diplomatic
rupture between the Jewish state and majority
Muslim Turkey, a vocal supporter of the
Palestinian cause. “We will not agree on
