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Lost shipwreck found
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ever seen. It is upright, well
proud of the seabed, intact,
and in a brilliant state of
preservation. You can even
see ‘Endurance’ arced
across the stern,” he said in
a statement.

The expedition,
organised by the Falklands
Maritime Heritage Trust,
left Cape Town on February
5 with a South African
icebreaker, hoping to find
the Endurance before
the end of the Southern
Hemisphere summer.

As part of Shackleton’s
Imperial Trans-Antarctic
Expedition between 1914

and 1917, Endurance’s
crew was meant to make
the first land crossing of
Antarctica.

But their three-masted
sailship fell victim to the
tumultuous Weddell Sea.

Just east of the Larsen
ice shelves on the Antarctic
peninsula, the timber
vessel became ensnared in
packice in January 1915.

It was progressively
crushed and then sank 10
months later.

Shackleton’s expedition
became legendary thanks
to the miraculous escape
he and his 27 companions
made on foot and in boats.

the strongest and most
seaworthy boat on a
1,300 kilometre (800-mile)
voyage to South Georgia, a
British colony where there
was a whaling station.

Now some of those
countries most opposed to
accepting refugees from the
Middle Fast seven years ago
are neighbouring Ukraine
and on the front line of the
current Crisis.

Poland has so far
welcomed 1.2 million
refugees across its border
with  open arms and
170,000  people  have
crossed into Hungary.

The raw shock of seeing
Russia invade the EU’s pro-

Western neighbour and
the scale of the influx - the
fastest growing in Furope
since World War I -- has
galvanised the bloc to act
with record speed.

But there are also
“security issues that go
beyond just Ukraine
and concern the entire
European continent,” said
Marie De Somer, a migration
specialist at the European
Policy Centre think tank.

“Any sort of disunity or
panic on the part of the

said Catherine Woollard,
director of the European
Council on Refugees and
Exiles.

Woollard’s NGO
campaigned unsuccessfully
for the activation of the EU’s
protection mechanism for
refugees in 2015.
