Four people were killed and another was injured
in road accidents in three districts yesterday,
according (o reports from our correspondents.

In Chapainawabganj, two people were
killed as a vehicle hit a motorbike on
Chapainawabganj-Sonamasjid highway at
Kharagpur in Shibganj.

Mohammad Momin (18) from Namo Koiladiar
in Shibganj died on the spot and Nazmul Islam
Sumon (35) from Dhobra village was declared
dead at Shibganj Upazila Health Complex.

In Dinajpur, a trucker was killed and his
assistant injured as the truck overturned after
the driver lost his control over the vehicle near a
culvert in Nawabganj upazila.

PROF TAHER MURDER

SC to deliver
verdict on Apr 5

The Supreme Court will deliver its verdict on
April 5 on the appeals in Rajshahi University (RU)
teacher Dr S Taher Ahmed murder case.

A full bench of the Appellate Division of the
SC headed by Chief Justice Hasan Foez Siddique
yesterday fixed the date after concluding hearing.

Dr Taher, 59-year-old geology and mining
professor, was killed on February 1, 2006. Police
recovered his body from a septic tank behind his
residence on campus on February 3, 2006.

On February 22 this year, the apex court
started hearing the appeals filed by the convicts
challenging the High Court verdict.

On April 21, 2013, the HC upheld the death
sentence of RU teacher Dr Mia Mohammad
Mohiuddin and caretaker at Taher’s residence
Jahangir Alam, for their involvement in the
murder of Prof Taher.

The HC, however, commuted the death
sentence of two others to life term imprisonment.

A Dhaka court yesterday fixed April 6 for
delivering judgment in a case filed over
laundering Tk 2 crore against “Casino Brothers”
- Enamul Haque Enu and Rupon Bhuiyan -- and
nine others.

After closing arguments, Judge Mohammad
Igbal Hossain of the Special Judge’s Court-5 of
Dhaka set the date.

During yesterday’s arguments, the defence
told the court that the prosecution failed to prove
the charges brought against their clients, so they
should be acquitted.

The prosecution had earlier completed their
arguments and sought highest punishment for
the accused.

Earlier, the court recorded statements of
10 prosecution witnesses, including the case’s
complainant.

The court framed charges against the accused
on May 5 last year.

On July 26 of 2020, CID Inspector Sadek
Alj, also investigation officer (I0), submitted
the charge sheet to the Chief Metropolitan
Magistrate’s Court of Dhaka against 11 people,
including Enamul, former vice-president of the
Gendaria unit of Awami League, and Rupon, joint
general secretary of the same unit.

The other accused are their three brothers
Shahidul Haque Bhuiyan, Rashidul Haque
Bhuiyan and Merajul Haque Bhuiyan; general
secretary of Wanderer’s Club in Motijheel Joy
Gopal Sarkar; and their accomplices Tuhin
Munshi, Nabir Hossain Sikder, Saiful Islam, Abul
Kalam Azad and Pavel Rahman.
