RURAL ROADS RISKIER
According to Road Safety
Foundation’s report, 889
children were killed on
rural roads, which is 53.10
percent of the total deaths
in road accidents.

At least 287 children
(17.14 percent) were Kkilled
on national highways, while
328 children (19.59 percent)
on regional highways.

According to Saidur
Rahman, vehicles
operating on rural roads
seldom follow traffic rules.

Among the deaths, 331
children (19.77 percent)
were passengers of different
vehicles, while 1,028
children (61.4 percent) were
hit or run over by vehicles.

A total of 48 children
(2.86 percent) were killed
while they were working
as drivers or helpers of
vehicles; 268 children (16
percent) were either riders
or pillions of motorcycles.

Of the victims, 337
children (20.13 percent)
were below the age of five,
while 754 (45.04 percent)
were between six and 12,
and 583 (34.82 percent)
were between 13 and 18.
