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WHAT’S INSIDE?

Located on the fourth floor,
the walls of the museum
present historical pictures,
like those of heritage sites,
cultural monuments and
scenes of the Liberation
War in Old Dhaka.

Some rare  photos
include those of Old Dhaka
Rose Garden, Ruplal House,
Hosseini  Building, Boro
Katra, Choto Katra, Sat
Gambuj Mosque, St James
Church and Old High
Court building.

A printing press stands
in the middle of the
exhibition hall. According
to the description, the
machine, made in 1822, was
one of the earliest pressesin
Dhaka. National Professor
Abdur Razzaq had donated
it to the museum. The
establishment also has
hookahs, drinking bowls,
coins, copper buckets, jugs,
dressing tables and various
utensils  from  Dhaka’s
Nawabi period in the
nineteenth century.

On a wall near the entry
gate, there is a poster of the
inauguration held in 1996.

A boost for battered tourism
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lost about Tk 60,000 crore
in gross value added during
the pandemic, according
to a survey by Bangladesh
Institute of Development
Studies (BIDS), which was
revealed in early April. The
study mentioned that 1.1
lakh people lost their jobs
amid the pandemic.

BIDS estimates that
the sector could have
contributed about Tk

1,50,000 crore in terms
of gross value added in
absence of the pandemic,

but it was ultimately
reduced to around Tk
95,000 crore.

According to the survey,
the average reduction in
wages and salaries was
quite substantial among
hotels and resorts (34
percent), tour operators (34
percent), and travel agents
(26 percent).
