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Patients suffer
as MRI service

halted in CMCH
for 2 weeks

Sujit Dey, a patient hailing from

Patiya upzila in Chattogram, came to
Chattogram Medical College Hospital
(CMCH) for magnetic resonance imaging
(MRI) of his legs as he suffers from an
arterial disease.

“I can do this test in CMCH for only Tk
3,000. It costs Tk 15,000 to get an MRI in
a private diagnostic centre,” said Sujit.

However, the MRI service has remained
halted in CMCH since May 16 as the
machine went out of order, putting many
patients like Sujit -- mostly from lower-
and middle-income groups -- through
immense trouble and sufferings.

CMCH sources said over 30 patients
need to undergo MRI tests per day.

Contacted, Prof Dr Subas Majumder,
head of radiology and imaging at CMCH,
said only patients admitted at CMCH and
freedom-fighters are allowed to get free-
of-cost MRI tests at the hospital.

Friday, said Ananya
Chakma, health officer
of Jurachhari Upazila
Health Complex.

The authorities at
the complex rushed
five medical teams to
provide treatment in
the affected villages,
some in the remotest
hills.

Ten patients from
the hilly Amtala
village of the upazila’s
Moidang union were
sent to Rangamati
hospital on Friday.

Mangal Chakma,
assistant headmaster
of Amtala
Badalhatchhara Govt
Primary School, said
the water-borne
disease was reported
after days of downpour.

During a recent visit
to the health complex,
this news agency learnt
that the number of
diarrhoea patients is
increasing day by day.

Sanjarika Chakma,
mother of two-year-old,
said her son is being
treated at the hospital.

The child is
recovering, she said,
adding that her
parents-in-law have
also been down with
the disease.

Dr Ananya Chakma,
Jurachhari upazila
health and family
planning officer, said
the medical teams will
stay in the areas until
the situation improves.
