Moments later, police
rushed to the spot and
tried to bring Rahul to the
police station.

At one stage, locals
clashed with police leaving
10 injured. Police lobbed
tear canisters, said locals.

While police were taking
Rahul, Babul and Swapon
to the station, people
intercepted and put the
garlands around the neck
of Rahul and Swapon.

After the incident, Md
Faruk, a local madrasa
teacher, filed a case under
Digital Security Act against
Rahul, said Mohammad
Shawkat Kabir, OC of
Narail Sadar Police Station.

Police had kept the
student arrested. But the
father and college teacher
were released later.
