Inter Milan signed on Friday Cameroon goalkeeper
Andre Onana and Henrikh Mkhitaryan, the

pair arriving in Milan as free agents after their
respective contracts with Ajax and Roma expired.

The two signings were listed among completed
transfers on Serie A’s website, making the deals
official even if Inter have not formally announced

their arrivals, as the contracts have been
deposited with Italy’s top flight.
Inter have been active in the
summer transfer window, which in
Italy oflicially opened on Friday,
also signing Romelu Lukaku and
Krisgjan Asllani on loan from
Chelsea and Empoli.
They are also in talks to bring in
another free agent in Paulo Dybala,
who has been let go by Juventus after
they refused to renew his contract.
