Jaheda was seen coming out from a doctor’s
chamber with tears of joy in her eyes as she not
only got free treatment but also medicines from the
free medical camp, organised by the Police Women
Welfare Association (PUNAK).

Punak organised the day-long camp at Gimadanga
Govt Primary School in Tungipara of Gopalganj
yesterday, marking the 92nd birth anniversary of
Bangamata Sheikh Fazilatunnesa Mujib.

Punak President Jissan Mirza inaugurated the
camp that started around 10:00am and continued
till 4:00pm on the day. Habibur Rahman, deputy
inspector general of Dhaka range, and Ayesha
Siddiqa, superintendent of Gopalganj police, were
present at the event along with other high officials.

Jissan said a team of expert doctors from 11
departments of the Central Police Hospital provided
treatment to around 1,200 people at the camp.
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them, 59 percent of women
faced harassment either in
transport or on roads and
highways, said Israt.

bamboo gate which he
brings down whenever a
train arrives. Besides, he
has made two flags for
himself, one red and one
green (o direct trains.

He has been working
from 8:00am to 8:00pm
every day since last August.
Four pairs of trains ply daily
on Lalmonirhat-Burimari
route, he said.

When asked about his
income source, he said, “I
receive an old age allowance
from the government.
Besides, my wife is also a
daily wage earner.”

He told this
correspondent  that he
neither has any training
nor any permission from
the railway authorities to
do this work.

“It’s fulfilling to do this
work. As long as my body
permits, I will try to keep
the people of my city safe at
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this crossing,” he noted.

Shibu Kumar Roy, a
college teacher said he
too had an accident at the
crossing some three years
back, claiming he narrowly
escaped death at the time.

“My bike was completely
destroyed and I recovered
after six months of
treatment,” he said.

“I’s unfortunate that
the railway authorities
haven’t yet provided a gate
and gateman at this level
crossing,” he said.

Abu Hanif, a
businessman next to the
level crossing, said, “We
try to support Mahir Ali’s
contribution by giving him
Tk 20 every day for tea and
breakfast at least,” he said.

Pedestrian Sohel Rana
said he came very close to
having an accident at this
crossing twice in the last
four vyears. “Commuters
are benefiting as Mahir
Ali volunteered to act as
gateman,” he said.

Contacted, Lalmonirhat

Divisional Railway
Manager Shah Sufi
Noor Mohammad, said,
“Preparations are being
made to Dbuild gates
and appoint  gatemen
for  unprotected level
crossings.”

No room for heritage
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site at the intersection of
Pyari Das road and Harish
Chandra Basu Road in
Bangla Bazar, with the two
roads running along the
northern and the western
side  respectively, said
Taimur.

The site used to cover an
area of approximately 0.5
acres (19,000sqft approx).
But recently, a large
portion of the site was sold
off along with its historical
ancillary structures. A new
mid-rise building (storied)
has been constructed there.

However, the site still has
a considerable size, almost
0.3 acres  (13,000sqft
approx) in area.

“The building is basically
a U-Shaped structure
in layout, with a sizable
court yard opening (o
the south. The exterior
walls on the other three
sides are embellished with
superimposed orders.
The roadside facades are
similar in length -- almost
105 feet long and each of

the facades is divided into
cight bays comprising
superimposed arcades with
double-height paneled
pilasters in between, giving
it a grand appearance.

The superimposed
arcades are embellished
with arch motifs supported

by panels covering the
whole length of the
pilasters decorated with
foliated  motifs.  “The

pilasters are topped with
Corinthian capitals. The
two bays on the sides of the
northern walls where the
main entrance was located
are  slightly  projected,
adding a touch of farther
grandeur to the roadside
walls in the front,” he said.

The roadside facades
are further embellished
with decorative dentils,
cornices, and  stylised
parapets.

A projected balcony
runs around the whole
length of the inner walls
wrapping around the
courtyard, Taimur told this
correspondent.
