“lo  dump the sand
in cropland near the
Sundarbans is not only

impractical but also deadly
for the environment. The
decision was taken without
any sort of survey.”
“Besides, any filling up
land and setting up of

industries within 10km
of the Sundarbans is
prohibited. Banishanta

falls within that distance”
said Sharif, quoting a court
directive.

Khulna DC Md
Moniruzzaman Talukder
said the lands were handed
over to Mongla Port
following due process.

“There was no
agricultural land in

Banishanta. The claims
of destroying agricultural
land are baseless,” said
Mongla Port Chairman Rear
Admiral Mohammad Musa.

Referring (o
their previous study, Prof
Tasneem said sub-agents
provide 17 different services
to migrant  workers.
Recruiting agencies take
the services of sub-agents

but they “procure” that
informally.

Stressing  the need
for  regularising  sub
agents, lawmaker and

Chair of BPCMD Barrister
Shameem Haider Patwary
said if regularisation of

sub-agents were done
carlier then the sector
would contribute more.
Stressing the
regularisation  of  sub
agents, Tanvir  Shakil
Joy, AL lawmaker from

Sirajganj-1, said further
discussion can be held to
find out the process.

He also said the plight
of Bangladeshi female
migrant workers should
be addressed in different
regional and global forums.

Shakirul Islam,
chairperson of Ovibashi
Karmi Unnayan Program,

said recruiting agencies
should take the whole
responsibility for workers’
migration.

For regularising sub-
agents, recruiting agencies
can prepare separate lists
or ask their apex body Baira
to make a combined list,
while BMET can monitor
the process, he said.

Syed  Saiful  Haque,
chairman of Warbe
Development Foundation,
said to regularise sub-
agents, lessons of good
practices can be taken
from other labour-sending
countries.

Addressing the event,
Shahidul Alam, BMET
director  general, said
sub-agents can play a
“complementary role”
to the government in
ensuring safe and orderly
migration.

Several sub-agents also
spoke at the programme
sharing  their different
challenges, while RMMRU
Executive Director  Prof
CR Abrar, and lawmakers
Gloria Jharna Sarker and
Sanowar  Hossain  also
spoke among others.

paid their salaries for the
month of July citing several
problems.

Contacted, Akbar Ali,
general manager (GM) of
Raquef Apparels Washing
and Packaging Industries
Ltd, told The Daily Star
over phone that workers

were supposed to be paid
yesterday but they could
not arrange money due to
bank issues.

“We applied for a loan
but the bank said that they
do not have funds. I sat in
the bank until 4:00pm.
Since it has not happened
today, another date for
payment of salary has to be

fixed.”
Inresponse to a question
that the workers are

complaining that the power
connection of the factory
has been disconnected and
the factory will be declared
closed, he said, “No, it’s
nothing like that. This is
not correct.”
