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Locals have been protesting
since July against what
they called a struggle to
save the playground of their
children.

When the villagers came
to know that the century-
old playing ground will
be occupied for Ashrayan
project, they united,
keeping their differences
aside for the sake of their
children, he claimed.

However, the case filed
against protestors  will
continue, said OC Nazrul
Islam of Shahzadpur Police
Station.

Asked, officials from the
administration also said
the case is a police matter
and involves legal issues.

SC to hear
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during yesterday’s hearing.
DIFE filed the case on
September 9 last year with
a labour court in Dhaka,

The new rate would have an
impact on long routes.
ABM Anim Ullah Nuri
said they would conduct
mobile courts from today
to implement the decision.
Replying to a question,
he said the authorities will
reduce the fare further if
fuel prices go down again.

Death anniv
of Nurjahan
Murshid today

Today is the
19th death
anniversary
of Nurjahan
Murshid, a :
renowned N
politician, Y |
women’s '

rights activist, and one of
the organisers of the 1971
Liberation War.

Nurjahan Murshid
Smrity Parishad, her family
members, and “Brotee”
have chalked out different
programmes including
placing wreath at her grave
at  Mirpur Intellectuals’
Graveyard, said a press
release.

Nurjahan was among the
few Muslim women who
pursued higher education
in the mid-1940s. She was
the first Muslim woman
to be employed as a
broadcaster for All India
Radio in 1946.

Born in Taranagar of
Murshidabad district on
May 24 in 1924, she died
in Dhaka on September 1,
2003.

She played a significant
role in different democratic
movements. Nurjahan
was amongst a very small
number of Muslim women
who entered higher
education and obtained her
Master’s degree in History
from Calcutta University in
the mid 1940s.
