The people of Teesta basin formed a human chain in
front of Rangpur Press Club yesterday, demanding the
government of both India and Bangladesh resolve the

crisis centring Teesta water.

The demonstration, organised by Teesta Bachao Nodi
Bachao Sangram Parishad, an apolitical body in Rangpur,

went on for two hours.

Several hundred people, mostly from the affected area,

formed the human chain.

The

speakers

also  demanded
implement the Teesta masterplan.
“We have the right to get our share of Teesta water”,
said Nazrul Islam Hakkani, president of the parishad.
He claimed that people of 42 unions of five districts
in the northern region have been affected by the severe
disruption of Teesta. Signing of the Teesta deal and

the government

implementing the masterplan can ease the sufferings of
millions of people.

He claimed Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina started a
4-day state tour to India, but mysteriously, the issue of
Teesta deal is not in her agenda.

River researcher Dr Tuhin Wadud said improving
bilateral relations between Bangladesh and India with
equity in mind can be helpful to sign the Teesta deal.

Tuhin put forth some proposals, including maintaining

(MLM) business.

Promising their
clients of hefty returns,
Ragib lured them into
investing in different
investment schemes.

He allegedly used
mosque imams and
madrasa teachers in this
regard.

Yesterday, a vacation
bench of the HC
comprising Justice
Md Rezaul Hasan and
Justice  Md Atabullah
also cancelled three bail
petitions of Ragib from
its hearing list.

The HC bench passed
the order saying that
there is no urgency for
hearing the petitions as
this is a vacation bench,
Ragib’s lawyer Md Ruhul
Quddus Kazal told The
Daily Star.

Deputy Attorney
General Imran Ahmed
Bhuivan said Ragib
Ahsan  cannot  get
released from jail
following the HC order.

Three cases were filed
with  Pirojpur  Police
Station against Ragib
last year on charges of
committing frauds with
people and embezzling
their money.

Rab on September 10
last year arrested Ragib
and his brother Abul
Bashar Khan, a director
of the company, in
Dhaka.

At least seven people were Killed in road accidents
across the country yesterday. In Dhaka, a man
died after a CNG-run auto-rickshaw hit him while
he was crossing a road in Jatrabari. The deceased,
Aslam Hawlader was a computer operator at a
local school.

He was rushed to Dhaka Medical College
Hospital where doctors declared him dead around
1:15pm, said Nur Alam, a pedestrian who took him
there.

SI Mostafizur Rahman of Jatrabari Police
Station, said they seized the auto-rickshaw but its
driver fled the scene.

In Habiganj, a driver and his helper were killed
in a head-on collision between two trucks on the
Dhaka-Sylhet highway in Shahpur area around
5:00am.

The deceased were driver Rubel Mia and his
helper Ahad Mia, said police.

Meanwhile in Chattogram, a man was killed
and four were injured as a microbus collided
head-on with a truck in Rangunia upazila around

Farmers stage

demo for fertiliser
Urea production at JFCL
remains uncertain

Protesting the production halt at Jamalpur
Fertiliser Company Ltd (JFCL) due to the gas
crisis, farmers of the district demonstrated on the
Jamalpur-Mymensingh highway for the second
consecutive day yesterday.

All vehicular movement was halted on the
highway for two hours due to the protest.

On information, Sadar Upazila UNO, Litus
Lawrence Chiran, rushed to the spot and brought
the situation under control. Farlier on Sunday,
farmers demonstrated in Sharifpur market
demanding urea fertiliser.

Agitated farmers complained that local dealers
are not distributing urea to them properly.

However, Sadar Upazila Executive Officer Litus
Lawrence Chiran told this correspondent there
is no shortage of fertiliser. Jamalpur Jamuna
Fertilizer Company Ltd (JFCL) at Tarakandi in
Jamalpur’s Sarisabari upazila halted its urea
production on June 21 after the government
suspended the supply of natural gas to JFCL.
