RAIN, LANDSLIDES 

48 killed in 
Nepal, India

Heavy monsoon rains and landslides 
have killed almost 50 people in Nepal 
and India in recent days, authorities 
said yesterday.

In western Nepal at least 22 people 
died after landslides buried more 
than 100 houses on Friday, police 
official Narayan Dangi told AFP.

Eleven people were injured, 
including three airlifted to hospital 
by army helicopter.

“Rescue teams are still searching 
for one missing person,” Dangi said.

Over the border in the northern 
Indian state of Uttar Pradesh, heavy 
rains have killed 26 people since 
Friday, officials said.

The annual monsoon brings 
South Asia 70-80 percent of its 
annual rain but it also brings death 
and destruction, with nearly 1,400 
people killed in Pakistan in recent 
weeks.

Divided world gathers 
for UN summit

The UN General Assembly is back 
in person after the pandemic 
disruption but in a world as full 
of crises as ever, with the war in 
Ukraine set to pit the West against 
Russia.

Some 150 world leaders will 
descend on New York for a week 
of diplomacy, with all required to 
come in person to speak save one 
-- Ukrainian President Volodymyr 
Zelensky.

UN Secretary-General Antonio 
Guterres, speaking ahead of the 
summit that formally begins 
tomorrow, said that the world’s 
divisions “are the widest they have 
been since at least the Cold War.”

“As fractures deepen and trust 
evaporates, we need to come 
together around solutions.”

The General Assembly voted 
Friday to let Zelensky speak by 
video. Seven nations voted against 
including Russia, saying that the 

right should be extended to all 
leaders, with Russian President 
Vladimir Putin, as well as Chinese 
President Xi Jinping, not planning 
to travel to New York.

But analysts say West can not 
cannot ignore the rest of the world 
and what is happening in the rest 
of the world.

French President Emmanuel 
Macron’s office said that he will 
seek “dialogue with our partners 
from the South to avoid planting 
this idea that it’s the West against 
the rest.”

The UN summit will also 
mark a fresh occasion to build 
momentum on global action on 
climate change, amid mounting 
signs that the planet is descending 
into dangerous levels of warming.

Guterres said he will use the 
week to speak frankly with leaders 
amid guarded hopes for further 
progress on climate during the 
next climate summit, COP27, in 
Egypt in November.

6:30 am (0530 GMT): The lying-in-state ceremony 
formally ends at Westminster Hall and the doors 

close to the public, ready for the transfer of her coffin 
to nearby Westminster Abbey.

8:00 am: Doors open at Westminster Abbey for 
some 2,000 guests, including world leaders.

10:35 am (approx): Bearers lift the coffin from 
the catafalque and carry it to the state gun carriage 
waiting outside the North Door of Westminster Hall.

10:44 am: The state gun carriage sets off on a short 
procession from Westminster Hall to Westminster 
Abbey, drawn by 142 junior enlisted sailors in the 

Royal Navy.

10:52 am: The gun carriage arrives at the West 
Gate of Westminster Abbey, followed on foot by the 
queen’s eldest son, King Charles III, and other royals. 

11:00 am: The state funeral starts, conducted 
by the Dean of Westminster, David Hoyle, with 

Archbishop of Canterbury Justin Welby giving the 
sermon.

11:55 am (approx): The Last Post bugle call 
sounds, followed by a national two-minute silence.

12:00 pm (approx): The service closes with the 
national anthem “God Save the King” and a Lament, 

a musical expression of grief.

12:15 pm: The coffin is drawn on the gun carriage 
towards Wellington Arch at Hyde Park Corner near 

Buckingham Palace. It is followed by the king, senior 
royals and a procession including detachments from 

the armed forces of the Commonwealth grouping 
of 56 nations that the queen headed. The “Big Ben” 

bell at the UK parliament and gun salutes fire at 
one-minute intervals throughout.

1:00 pm (approx): The coffin arrives at Wellington 
Arch, is moved to the royal hearse and sets off for 

Windsor Castle, west of London.

3:06 pm: The hearse arrives at Windsor.

3:40 pm (approx): The king and senior royals 
join the procession on foot from the Quadrangle 
at Windsor Castle before the cortege halts at St 

George’s Chapel at 3:53 pm.

4:00 pm: The televised committal service starts 
with royals, prime ministers and former and current 
members of the queen’s household attending. After 

about 45 minutes, the coffin is lowered into the royal 
vault to a lone piper’s lament.

7:30 pm: A private burial service is held at the King 
George VI Memorial Chapel, with the queen laid to 

rest alongside the remains of her father King George 
VI, her mother, also called Queen Elizabeth, and the 

ashes of her younger sister, Princess Margaret.

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A ‘solitary woman’ 
in a man’s world

Britain’s new Queen Consort Camilla paid tribute to Queen 
Elizabeth II yesterday for carving her own role as a “solitary 
woman” in a world dominated by men.

In her first public comments broadcast since Queen Elizabeth’s 
death, King Charles III’s wife said it must have been “so difficult” 
for the late monarch, who inherited the throne in 1952 when she 
was just 25 years old.

“She’s been part of our lives for ever. I’m 75 now and I can’t 
remember anyone except The Queen being there,” Camilla said to 

BBC television.
“It must have been so difficult for her being a 

solitary woman. There weren’t women prime 
ministers or presidents. She was the only 
one so I think she carved her own role.”

Remembering her late mother-in-law, 
Camilla added: “She’s got those wonderful 
blue eyes, that when she smiles they light 

up her whole face.
“I will always remember her smile. That 

smile is unforgettable.”
Queen Elizabeth’s today’s state funeral will be 

shown by around 125 cinemas across Britain, while parks, squares 
and cathedrals will also set up viewing screens for the huge 
ceremonial event, the government said.

Presidents, prime ministers and royalty from around the world 
are expected at the funeral of Britain’s longest reigning monarch, 
who died on Sept. 8 aged 96.
