Historic site in the
clutches of AL leader

A local Awami League leader has
reportedly occupied the properties
of an eminent globetrotter and
travelogue writer illegally for
decades in Habiganj’s Baniachang.

On top of this, those with the

occupier, Abdul Waheed, have
allegedly  demolished multiple
ancient  structures, including

temples, on the house premises, W

with an aim to eliminate any
historical evidence that
the home belonged to
someone else. '

There are even
reports of them
attacking several |
journalists  and
tourists who
visited the house
in the last few
months.

But the local
administration has not
taken any action, citing
that no one filed any written
complaint.

The globetrotter - Ramnath
Biswas -- travelled from one end
of the world to another on bicycle
thrice, according to historians and
researchers. Ramnath wrote 40
travel books in Bangla based on his
experiences.

He was born on January 13,
1894 in Bidyabhushanpara of
Baniachong and breathed his last
on November 1,1955 in Kolkata, said
Abu Saleh Ahmed, a folk researcher

and president

of Ramnath

Smriti

Sangsad.

Ramnath
had properties
including houses,
temples, ponds

and other structures
covering around 4.48 acres of land.
But almost all the old structures
have been demolished, said Abu
Saleh and locals.

After his parents’ death,
Ramnath  shifted to India
permanently during the British
period, leaving his Baniachong
house abandoned.

Waheed, and for some time his
elder brother, have occupied the
properties for decades, since a few
years after the Liberation War.

Local union parishad chairman
Haidaruzzaman Khan Dhan Mia said
Waheed could not be ousted from
the house as he is influential locally.

On September 6, Waheed and
his cohorts reportedly attacked
four local journalists when they
went to the house for reporting.
Four days later, Waheed and his son
Walid attacked a senior journalist
from Dhaka along with three local
journalists.

Following the attack, a local
journalist filed a case with
Baniachong police station. Later,
police arrested Walid.

However, Waheed denied the
allegations of attacking journalists.
He claimed that he had bought
Ramnath’s house and land from
one Moni Biswas.
