community schools were
established. The local
elite gave land to build the
schools. However, after the
change in the government,
the future of these schools
were left uncertain.

“Twenty one of the schools
were made nationalised
within 2010 after Awami
League returned to power
in 2008. The 15 others
weren't since the schools
soon became closed as the
education programme
couldnt be  conducted
properly,” he said.

“We have taken initiative
to restart seven out of the
15 schools and already sent
their names to the education
ministry,” he added.

Paying attention
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technical support from
Centre for Injury Prevention
and Research, Bangladesh
(CIPRB),” he told The Daily
Star yesterday.

Meanwhile, Abdul Awal
Kanak Khan, younger
brother of Khoksa Upazila
Chhatra League president
Shimul Ahmed Khan,
suffered bullet wounds
during a clash at Mashilia
village in the upazila, the
OC added.

Shimul and his brother

are supporters of JSD
candidate Motahar, local
sources said.

Elections to  seven

upazila parishads, four
municipalities, 19 union
parishads, and different
positions o 58 union
parishads ~ were held
yesterday. There were also
by-polls to wupazila and
union parishads at several
places.

Chief Election
Commissioner (CEC) Kazi
Habibul Awal and other
election commissioners
monitored the elections
through CCTV cameras
from EC office in Dhaka.

The CEC said all the
elections were held in a free
and fair manner.

Habibul said, “We
haven’t seen any violence,
chaos or vote rigging. There
have been no complaints as
well.”

“We didn’t find any
disturbance in our polling
stations and polling areas.
A lot of people voted in an
orderly manner... That's a
good sign,” he said.

Asked about the
Munshiganj firing, Habibul
said the incident took place
far away from the polling
centre, and they do not
know what really happened
there.
