Highlighting the growing importance of Bangladesh in
the global arena, former president of Serbia Boris Tadi¢
yesterday said the country could be one of the global
players if it invests in the right processes and fields.

He advised Bangladesh to direct its resources to develop
new technology and prioritise investment in education.

The former politician of Serbia’s Democratic Party
was delivering his keynote speech on the inaugural day
of the three-day “Bay of Bengal Conversation”, a regional
dialogue organised by Centre of Governance Studies (CGS)
at Pan Pacific Sonargaon Hotel in the capital.

Tadic¢ was Serbia’s president from 2004 to 2012.

Terming regional cooperation as crucial, the former
president said, “Water management is necessary. You have
to have better regional cooperation with India, Nepal and
other countries in this regard.”

He also emphasised energy cooperation in South Asia
for better use of energy resources.

Focusing on the impacts of climate change in
Bangladesh, Tadic stressed for environmental protection.
