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Revamp transport 
sector to facilitate 
e-ticketing

The e-ticketing system for buses will not last long 
unless the transport sector is radically reformed and 
existent problems are resolved.

The leaders of Bangladesh Jatri Kalyan Samity 
made this remark yesterday while welcoming the 
e-ticketing system in public transport.

Speakers made these comments at the 
discussion meeting organised by the samity titled 
“Expectations of E-ticketing Passengers in Dhaka 
City Bus Service” at Sagar-Runi Auditorium of 
Dhaka Reporters Unity.

Secretary General of the organisation Mozammel 
Hoque Chowdhury said, “So far, all the information 
that an e-ticket needs to contain is not provided. 
Some tickets only have the fare written on it, which 
opens a scope for extortion.

“It’s important to confirm appointment letter, 
salary and overtime of drivers and assistants. 
Removing slow-moving buses, and provision of 
separate dedicated lanes, enforcing government-
fixed fares are crucial,” he added.

The scars still 
haven’t faded

Anjuara was a worker at Tazreen factory in Ashulia. 
On November 24, 2012, when a deadly fire broke out 
at the establishment, she was working on the fifth 
floor of the eight-storey building.

She survived the fire with severe injuries. Ten 
years have passed since. Anjuara and her colleagues 
are yet to receive justice or any compensation.

“It was the factory authority’s negligence that 
allowed it to happen. Over hundreds of our co-
workers lost their lives, and the rest of us lost our 
job because of the injuries we sustained. But the 
government has not ensured our rehabilitation, 
compensation and long-term treatment,” said 
Anjuara.

Leaders and members of at least 40 labour 
organisations, including Garments Shramik 
Sanghati, Textile Garments Workers Federation, 
Garments Sramik Trade Union Centre, Bangladesh 
Sram Institute and Bangladesh Poshak-Sramik 
Trade Union Federation, along with the victims and

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Sexual violence as 
rampant as ever
Study reveals dark reality 
ahead of 16 Days of Activism

A recent study -- conducted mostly on public 
university students -- found that more than half of 
the male students (58 percent) believe that making 
sexist jokes or comments about women’s body is 
not a serious matter to be concerned about.

Around 93.5 percent of the survey respondents 
said women are more prone to face sexual violence 
in Bangladesh, and 92 percent said they know at 
least a friend or acquaintance who faced some 
form of sexual harassment.

Khandaker Farzana Rahman, associate 
professor and chairperson of Dhaka University’s 
criminology department, shared the findings of 
her study, titled “Sexual Violence against Women 
(Rape): Involvement of the Young Generation”, at a 
press conference organised by Bangladesh Mahila 
Parishad at Dhaka Reporters Unity yesterday.

The conference was organised as part of 
observing the global “16 Days of Activism Against 
Gender-Based Violence (GBV)” campaign in 2022, 
from today (November 25) till December 10, which 
is World Human Rights Day.
