Awami League General Secretary Obaidul Quader
yesterday said, “Seventy-one mobile phones have been
stolen from BNP’s Cumilla rally. There have been 71 cases
for this. It's BNP against BNP. They stole those just the way
they steal votes.”

“We will show what a mega rally is in Chattogram,” he
said, addressing the triennial conference of Mymensingh
District AL held at the District Circuit House ground in
the afternoon.

“Tarique Rahman spoke (o a cadre in Dhaka yesterday.
Maybe you've heard about it. He is instructing them not
to leave the street. He also said -- ‘Hasina is looking for a
way to escape. Her ministers are looking for a way out...
Dhaka will be in our possession’,” said Quader.

“They are gathering in Nayapaltan before the December
10 rally. They also brought pots and pans, sleeping
cushions, and mosquito coils with them. How did you
get money for those?” Quader asked, pointing at BNP
Secretary General Mirza Fakhrul Islam Alamgir.

Calling on the AL leaders and activists to be ready,
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Hundreds of vehicles bound for Dhaka and North
Bengal go through Mymensingh city’sBangladesh-
China Friendship Bridge (Shambhuganj bridge)
every day. However, an illegal stand for auto-
rickshaws near the bridge’s entrance has been a
major source of sufferings for commuters, as its
presence leads to gridlocks.

What's worse is that the parking spot stands
on land owned by the city corporation and Roads
and Highways Department (RHD). Locals claim
both administrations are playing the role of silent
spectators while this illegal activity goes on.

Auto-rickshaw drivers are aware of the problem
but say that they have no other choice.

“We don’t have an alternative parking place in
the city. Besides, we pay for parking here,” said

Noman Ahmed, a 25-year-old man, regularly carries multiple bamboo racks over his shoulders to sell them.
