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Farmers hind hope in
solar-powered irrigation

Life is easier now for Abu Taleb, 45, a
potato farmer of Saddyo Puskuruni village
in Rangpur.

A vyear ago, high irrigation costs for
diesel-run pumps, which he bore out-of-
pocket, made it difficult for him to provide
for his three children.

Now, after switching to solar-powered
irrigation, his livelihood has changed for
the better. “I can now afford new clothes
and nutritious food for my family,” he said.

Like Abu Taleb, thousands of farmers in
five northern districts are reaping benefits
from the solar-powered irrigation system —-
five times cheaper than diesel-run pumps.

This happened after Barind
Multipurpose  Development — Authority
(BMDA), in Rangpur Division last year,
introduced the new system with the
aim of promoting environment-friendly
approaches to agricultural production and
boosting climate-resilience of farmers.

Under the project, 50 ring wells are
supposed to be set up, at a cost of Tk
22 lakh each, in Rangpur, Gaibandha,
Kurigram, Lalmonirhat and Nilphamari.
So far, 34 wells have been put into
operation while the rest are likely to be set
up by the end of this year.

Another farmer, Yunus Ali from
Botlagari Borodaha village in Nilphamari,
said, “With solar-powered pumps, we pay
only Tk 50 per hour for irrigation of one

bigha of land whereas the cost was Tk 250
for diesel-run shallow pumps.”

Previously, Ali had to irrigate crops
through multiple rounds, which meant
the total cost was around Tk 2,000 for
four months. Solar-powered pumps also
require less rounds. “I irrigate three times
per cycle now and pay around Tk 150,” said

Ali.

Visiting several sites in the Rangpur
district, this correspondent found that
six Lo seven solar panels were installed on
umbrella-shaped metal structures above
deep ring wells.

“Rainwater, or surface-level water,
stored in these deep ring wells is pumped
up 120 feet through these pipes, which is

Closed for 4 years in

name of renovation

For the last four years, Mujgunni
Shishu Park in Khulna city has
remained closed in the name of
renovation. As a result, children are
being deprived of a much needed
recreational place.

On February 19 in 2019, Khulna
Development  Authority  (KDA)
locked the gates of the park with
the promise of “modernisation”.
Although there are eight parks
under Khulna City Corporation
(KCC), none of them have
recreational facilities
for children.

In 2007, KDA established
Mujgunni Shishu Park on 8.67 acres
of land in Mujgunni residential area.
The authorities leased the park to SS
World, a private company, on April
18, 2007.

The park was quite the rave
among children because of its
facilities.

Locals claim that since 2009,
the park’s environment had been
deteriorating. KDA cancelled the
park’s lease on January 22, 2019 due
to various allegations of unethical
activities inside the park, illegal
construction of structures within
the park’s boundaries, and renting
out areas to third-party groups.

On February 19 of that year, the
park’s lessee was evicted, and the
establishment was locked up by

see any workers in action.
The pond inside the park was
covered with hyacinth. It has turned
into a breeding zone for mosquitoes.
The park is filled with tall grass and
weeds.

The rides that used to exist there
have either been sold or shifted to
other places.

Sheikh Sazzad Hossain, a resident
of ward-9, said, “The park should
be opened immediately. There’s no
recreational spot in the area where
locals can walk or gather.”

Sheikh  Ashraf Uz Zaman,
president of Greater Khulna
Development Sangram

Coordination Committee, echoed
him.

Md Faruq Hossain, the park’s lone
security guard, said it is not possible
to take care of the park 24/7. It has

again issued a lease notice.

The last day of the tender
invitation was October 12. The tender
submission period was extended till
October 27. Until the last date, only
two bidders applied, said officials,
adding that they decided to lease the
park to one of them.

Contacted, Md Bodiuzzaman,
director (estate) of KDA, said the
park was leased out to SS World in
2007 to preserve its natural beauty
and build a place for children to play.

“SS World couldn’t maintain
such an atmosphere in the park and
hasn’t paid the rent for a long time.
We evicted the illegal structures and
locked the park,” he said.

“We’'re planning to renovate the
park with modern rides. We... will
take initiatives to open the park
soon,” he said.
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Local farmers are getting frustrated as two illegal brick
kilns, demolished by the local administration over one
and a half years ago in Lalmonirhat Sadar upazila, have

started operation once again.

In February last year, Lalmonirhat Department of
Environment (DoE) conducted a mobile court drive and
demolished two illegal brick fields -- SUN Bricks and

SIR Bricks

which were set up illegally on farmlands

at Purbo Saptana village in the upazila.
The owners of the two brick kilns, however, repaired
those quickly and resumed operations shortly after the

mobile court left the area.

Locals said the two brick fields had been set up
illegally on croplands around 20 years ago.

Although the fields were demolished during a drive
in 2021, they never stopped their operations, they said,
adding that even though the DoE took action in the
face of agitation from local farmers, it did not yield any

result.

Farmers said due to emission of toxic smoke and
heat from the brick kilns, vast croplands around the
brick fields are losing their fertility, and people were

not getting expected harvest.

Farmer Abul Kashem said the owners of the brick
fields are so influential that no one dares to protest out

of fear of being harassed.

“If such activities don’t stop immediately, our
agricultural production will halt,” he added.

Stakeholders

This
court expected that if
Evaly is allowed to carry
on its normal business,
eventually, it may be
a profitable concern,”
the HC bench of Justice
Muhammad Khurshid
Alam Sarkar said in the
three-page full text of
the order, which was
released yesterday.

Residents of 3 villages

form human chain

Demanding intervention of local authorities,
people of three villages formed a human chain
yesterday, demanding a stop (o soil extraction
from a graveyard in Dinajpur’s Phulbari upazila.

The protestors also submitted a letter to
Phulbari upazila nirbahi officer (UNO) in this
regard.

Around 200 people from three villages --
Basudebpur, Nurpur and Dadpur -- formed the
hour-long human chain near the graveyard at
Basudebpur village.

They said residents of these villages have
been using the graveyard for the burial rites for
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
