The Bangladesh Public

Service Commission
(PSC) Bill-2022 was
placed in  parliament
in October this vyear,

incorporating punishment
for involvement in any
irregularities in any PSC
examination.

State Minister for Public
Administration Farhad
Hossain placed the bill,
which was sent to the
parliamentary  standing
committee on  public
administration ministry for
further examination.

The maximum
punishment for
involvement in leaking
question papers of any PSC
exam will be 10 years in jail
or a financial penalty or
both, according to the draft
law.

The bill will replace
the Bangladesh Public
Service Commission
Ordinance, 1977, in line
with a judgment of the
High Court over the laws of
military regimes.

The maximum
punishment for adopting
unfair means or helping
any examinee to do so in
the examinations, and
engagement in  answer-
sheet forgery would be two
years in jail or a financial
penalty or both.

The penalty is one
year of jail or a financial
penalty or both for creating
obstacles or anarchy in the
examination process.

As per the bill, other
related offenders will also
be brought to book under
mobile courts.

Section-02 of the draft
law has a provision of
protecting the rights of
only people with physical
disabilities,” said Zakir.
“The  provision that
states that in the absence
of parental identity, a
child will not be barred
from accessing education,
should be more clarified.
The reasons for which
educational institutes can
deny admission should
be more elaborate and
clarified,” he added.
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Shamim Haidar
Patwary, member of the

Besides, low production
from local varicties is
another reason behind
these varieties going extinct.

Farmer Mohammad
Shahjahan said, “Cost of
farming is also increasing
alarmingly but farmers
can’t get expected profit
from this sector.”
