From August last year
till Sunday, about 4,000
Bangladeshi migrant
workers have registered
with the embassy to
avail  the opportunity.
This registration is a
precondition  from  the
mission’s end, he added.

To  be regularised,
the undocumented
Bangladeshis ~ will  have
to pay €91 each through
online banking for
processing and issuance of
residence cards.

Once the applications
are submitted properly,
the workers will receive the
“white paper” via email.

A Bangladeshi worker
must obtain a passport
valid for at least two years
at the time of application,
as per the rules set by the
Greek authorities.
