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Chattogram’s PK Sen Bhaban
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who found it to be in a 
fragile condition. The walls 
were faded, cracked, with 
chunks of plaster falling 
off.

During British era, 
Prafulya Kumar Sen, a 
zamindar from Raozan 
upazila, built the structure 
on a plot of land measuring 
16 decimals.

The building was later 
sold to three brothers 
-- Sadananda, Shushil, 
and Chintaharan Ghose. 
During the Liberation War, 
Sadananda and Shushil 
moved to India. According 
to their relatives and locals, 
Chintaharan stayed but was 
killed by local collaborators 
of the occupation army in 

this exact building.
The locals contend that 

because the structure 
was built 129 years ago, it 
should be preserved as a 
historical site, but Regional 
Director at the Directorate 
Office in Cumilla AKM 
Syfur Rahman disagrees.

He said he conducted 
an inspection of the 
structure and provided 
the directorate with a 
thorough report, claiming 
that the building appeared 
to be less than 100 years 
old and had no noteworthy 
historical significance.

Joytu Ghose, a 
descendant of the property, 
said the government can 
pay them the current 
market value of the 

property if the building 
has any historical value to 
be recognised as a heritage 
site.

However, the issue 
has been lingering for 
several years. He urged 
the authorities to take 
immediate measures.

camps in Bangladesh, ABC 
reported.

Australian Foreign 
Minister Penny Wong said 
Australia acknowledged 
that Bangladesh carries a 

“heavy burden” with the 
Rohingya refugee crisis, but 
Australia has already made 
substantial contributions 
to help. So far it provided 
over $350 million since 
2017.

Wong did not make any 
fresh commitments on 
refugee resettlement but 
said Australia’s programme 
was “generous” by global 
standards.

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In its verdict in March 
2006, the High Court gave 
life imprisonment to three 
absconding convicts. Of 
them, Mokammel Hayat 
Khan Muki and Nurul 
Islam Sagor have still not 
been arrested. The verdict 
could not be executed. 
Mushfiq Uddin Tagor and 
four other convicts in the 
case are in jail now.

Imran Habib Rumon, a 
former Buet student, said 
they held a protest in front of 
the university’s MA Rashid 
Hall demanding Muki’s 
arrest after the killing. 

“Muki was still inside the 
dormitory at that time. But 
the university authorities 
called in the police to the 
campus. The law enforcers 
then charged truncheons 
on us, instead of arresting 
the killer.”

Many students were 
suspended for taking part 
in the demonstrations and 
the university was closed 
down for 63 days to end 
the protests, he said. Sony’s 
family also had to fight the 
case in court on their own.
