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Road Transport
Act will not
reduce crashes

Speakers tell

The latest rules of the Road
Transport Act will not be
able to ensure road safety,
speakers said at a dialogue
yesterday.

They said the rules
enacted last year did not
emphasise on the World
Health Organization’s
regulations to  reduce
road accidents. Out of 167
clauses of the rules, only
five mentioned road-safety
issues.

“Rest of the clauses have
been mostly written about
the road transportation
system,” said Mahfuzur
Rahman Bhuyan, member
of Road Safety and Injury
Prevention Program, at
National Heart Foundation

Hospital and Research
Institute.
The programme was

held at the capital’s The
Daily Star Centre.
According to Mahfuzur’s
keynote presentation,
road-safety management
is primarily dependent on
safer vehicles, safer roads,
safer road wusers, post
crash response, and a safer
driving environment.

Overhaul country’s skills
development sector

Bangladesh is still laggmg in
creating enough  technically-
skilled workforce. To improve this
situation, the country needs to
transform its skills-development
sector, speakers said at a
roundtable yesterday.

The sector needs to set the
curriculum based on industry
needs, and the trainers should be
equipped with modern teaching
methods, they said.

South Asian Network on
Economic Modelling (Sanem),
along with Swisscontact and
The Daily Star, organised the
discussion on “The Current
Trends in Skills Development
Sector of Bangladesh: Challenges
and Possibilities” at a city hotel.

Abdul Karim, executive
director of Ucep Bangladesh,
said the country needs skilled
workforce not only for poverty
alleviation and economic
development, but also to
successfully graduate from LDC
to middle-income country status.

“We have a long way to go,”

he said, adding that a skilled
workforce will help the nation
overcome hurdles quickly.

In Australia, 60 percent of
the population are technically-
qualified graduates, but it is only
14 percent in Bangladesh. In
Germany, 73 percent of people
have received technical education,
and in Japan, 66 percent, he said.

Sanem Research Director Prof
Sayema Haque Bidisha suggested

upgrading and modernising
the country’s technical and
vocational education and
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Bangladesh and who are the
players and regulators in it.
Ligaya Dumaoang,
development specialist
at International Labour
Organisation, said at present,
TVET is considered as a “second

class” course in Bangladesh.

To get rid of such a notion,
a strategy should be in place to
motivate youths to enter into the
programme, she said.

Sameer Sattar, president of

will main reason

Say speakers on CHT Accord

remaining unimplemented

Though two and a half decades have passed since
the signing of the Chattogram Hill Tracts Peace
Accord, it has not yet been implemented fully, said
speakers at a discussion yesterday.

Addressing the discussion at Bishwa Shahitto
Kendro in Dhaka, marking the golden jubilee
of Parbatya Chattogram Jana Samhati Samity,
they said the lack of political will is one of the
main reasons behind the treaty remaining
unimplemented.

“The current generation is more aware of their
rights than the previous ones. It will be a wrong
move to create a division among the people of
the hill tracts when it comes to implementing
the CHT Peace Accord,” said Ruhin Hossain
Prince, general secretary of Communist Party of
Bangladesh.

Lawmaker Rashed Khan Menon, president of
Workers Party of Bangladesh, demanded that the
Flection Commission give scope to the Parbatya
Chattogram Jana Samhati Samity to take part in
the national parliamentary election.

Prof Mesbah Kamal of Dhaka University said
Parbatya Chattogram Jana Samhati Samity is a
legal political organisation. “Why can’t a regional
party like Jana Samhati Samity participate in the
national election? What kind of democracy do we
live in?” he asked.

Even after the signing of the CHT Peace Accord
in 1997, people of the hill tracts have not been
given fundamental rights, such as the right to land
