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‘We want 
safe roads, 
justice’

People from all walks of 
life at Dhanbari in Tangail 
yesterday demanded road 
safety and trial of those 
responsible for the death 
of four people, including 
two schoolgirls, in a road 
accident three days ago.

On Sunday, the accident 
occurred on the Tangail-
Jabalpur highway in Baghil 
area when a bus ran over a 
battery-run easy bike and 
an auto-rickshaw van. 

This left the easy bike 
driver and one passenger of 
the rickshaw van dead on 
the spot. 

Four students of 
Bhaighat High School were 
also injured in the road 
accident. 

Yesterday, the protestors 
brought out separate 
processions. 

They later formed a one-
kilometre long human 
chain on the highway at 
Baghil for one hour, which 
resulted in a suspension of 
all vehicular movements.

The mangled remains of a bus and an ambulance after they collided head-on in Sirajganj on Monday evening.

Three of a family

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Fewer road crashes, 
deaths this year
Claim two road safety organisations based on 

media reports during Eid rush

Two non-government organisations working on road safety issues yesterday said 
the number of road crashes and deaths during this year’s Eid rush was lower than 
last year.

Better road situation, relatively long vacations, the authority’s strong 
monitoring and relatively a lower number of home-goers were reasons behind the 
lower numbers of crashes and casualties, they said.

Although allowing bikes to operate on the highways and even on the Padma 
Bridge made many people’s Eid journey smoother, the highest number of accidents 
were bike-related ones, they said.

Bangladesh Jatri Kalyan Samity and Road Safety Foundation yesterday revealed 
the information at a press conference at Bangladesh Shishu Kalyan Parishad 
auditorium, while the Foundation issued a press release. Both organisations 
complied with the data following media reports.

According to Jatri Kalyan Samity, at least 328 people were killed and 565 
injured in 304 road accidents in 15 days (from April 15 to 29) during the Eid 
rush.

The number of road crashes and related deaths during this year’s Eid was 18.2 
percent and 21.1 percent lower respectively than in the same period last year, said 
the Samity.

At least 418 people died and 844 suffered injuries in 372 accidents in 15 days of 
the Eid journey last year.

While reading the data, Mozammel Hoque Chowdhury, secretary general of 
the organisation, said they estimated that the number of people leaving Dhaka 
was lowered by around 30 percent this year due to the heatwave, rise in essentials

At least 10 people were injured in a clash between 
two factions of Awami League over establishing 
dominance in Natore yesterday.
