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4 accused get bail

A Dhaka court yesterday granted bail to four people, 
including Ashaloy Housing and Developers Managing 
Director Amin Md Hilaly, after they surrendered before 
it and sought bail in a case filed for laundering Tk 304 
crore from the funds of North South University.

The other accused are Ashaloy Housing and 
Developers Chairman Omar Faruk, and its directors 
Anwara Begum and Syed AK Haque. Judge Md 
Asaduzzaman passed the order and fixed July 12 for 
hearing on charge framing.

On November 10 last year, ACC Deputy Director 
Farid Ahmed Patwary, also the case’s investigation 
officer, submitted the charge sheet against nine 
people, including five former trustee board 
members. They are Azim Uddin Ahmed, chairman 
of Mutual Group of Companies; Benajir Ahmed, 
managing director and CEO of Raymond Group of 
Industries; MA Kashem, chairman of Mutual Group 
of Industries; Rehana Rahman, managing director 
of Bengal Tradeways Ltd; Mohammed Shajahan, MD 
of Shah Fatehullah Textile Mills Ltd.

Action if anyone 
tries to bar voters

GCC polls ‘shaken’

Govt resorting to 
violence to suppress 
movement: Fakhrul

JP candidate tops in 
income, AL’s in asset

Among the six mayoral candidates in the Barishal City 
Corporation elections, Jatiya Party aspirant Iqbal 
Hossain Tapos tops among all considering his 
annual income while ruling Awami League 
candidate Abul Khair Abdullah tops in 
terms of possession of movable assets.

This information was obtained by 
analysing the affidavits of the candidates 
submitted to the Election Commission.

According to the documents, annual 
income of Iqbal Hossain is Tk 80.56 lakh. 
Out of this, he gets annual honorarium Tk 
3.6 lakh from South Apollo Diagnostics and 
South Apollo Properties as director.

Apart from this, he gets Tk 76.94 lakh as salary from 
his business organisation and also earns Tk 1,196 as 
profit from saving deposits.

Islami Andolan Bangladesh’s candidate Syed Md 
Foyzul Karim is in the second position in terms of 
yearly income as his income is Tk 14.17 lakh.

AL candidate Abul Khair Abdullah is in the 
third position with his yearly income of Tk 

10.60 lakh which he gets from apartment 
rent, dividend of joint venture and bank 

deposit, shows the affidavit.
The yearly income of three other 

candidates is not significant.
Abul Khair Abdullah on the other 

hand tops among all other candidates in 
terms of movable assets, as he has Tk 2.53 

crore in different banks. Besides, his wife 
has Tk 1.35 crore in different banks.

His immovable property includes a car 
worth Tk 32 lakh, a 4-storey house worth Tk 40 
lakh in Khulna, an apartment worth Tk 18.6 lakh in
