unit at the age of 82.
He had been undergoing 

treatment at the hospital 
for old age complications, 
according to DMCH 
Director Brig Gen Nazmul 
Haque.

Before his burial in 
Begumganj, Serajul was 
given a guard of honour by 
the local administration. 
He was buried beside his 
mother’s grave as per his 
last wish.

Earlier, people from all 
walks of life paid tribute 
to Serajul, known as 
“Dadabhai” among friends 
and colleagues, by placing 
floral wreaths on his 
coffin. Hundreds of people, 
including noted politicians 
of the country, joined his 
janaza. 

They said Serajul spent 
the later years of his life in 
solitude. His demise was 
also a silent one. 

During his years as a 
student, Serajul became the 
assistant general secretary 
of Chhatra League in 1961 
and its general secretary 
in 1963. He was also a key 
figure behind the formation 
of Jatiya Samajtantrik Dal 
in 1972.

People won’t
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minister for water 
resources Advocate 
Gautam Chakraborty,

Fakhrul said their party 
took part in talks with Prime 
Minister Sheikh Hasina 
before the 2018 election 
with the hope to create an 
atmosphere for a neutral 
election through discussions, 
but they were betrayed.

“We have been cheated 
twice (in the 2014 and 2018 
elections). We would like to 
clearly say that the people 
of the country won’t get 
cheated again for the third 
time,” he observed.

The BNP leader said the 
next election must be held 

under a non-party caretaker 
government as the current 
regime has completely 
destroyed the voting and 
election system in the 
country in a planned way.

Referring to Law 
Minister Anisul Huq’s 
comment in parliament 
that no one will be arrested 
during the next election 
as the administration will 
remain under the Election 
Commission, he said, “Who 
will believe these words? We 
want to say clearly, no one 
will be misguided by these 
words of the current regime. 
Because you have never kept 
any promises that you made 
before the nation.”

BNP brought

Many of those parties 
have fled. The movement, 
which has no leader or 
people’s engagement, 
cannot turn into a mass 
movement, he said.

Quader said Mirza 
Fakhrul predicted that 
AL would not get even 10 
percent votes. Before 2008 
elections, BNP said AL 
won’t even get 30 seats in 
parliament and in reality, 
they got only 30 seats in 
the polls, he mentioned.

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June 11, 2005, they have 
expanded their presence to 
73 highway police stations 
across eight regions.

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important centres will have 
a 19-member team present.

A technological evolution
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gambling, sexual 
harassment and other 
forms of cyber crimes have 
risen significantly. 

Frauds on social media 
by hacking accounts 
and using fake accounts, 
question paper leaks, and 
terrorist propaganda, have 
also witnessed a surge.

“The use of information 
technology and the 
internet is playing the most 
important role in changing 
the patterns of crime,” said 
Additional Commissioner 
(admin) of DMP AKM Hafiz 
Akhtar.

Police officers 
mentioned that criminals 
mostly target job-seekers 
and less educated people. 
Several of them said the 
biggest challenge is to 
change their process while 
investigating modern-
day crimes. Apart from 
only collecting physical 
evidence and questioning 
witnesses, they have to 
recover the victims’ cell 
phones and look into their 
social media accounts 
and transactions on MFS 
apps.

For an investigator it is 
certain that they must have 

a know-how on devices and 
technology in general, said 
police.

AFM Al Kibria, deputy 
commissioner of the 
Cyber Crime Investigation 
Division of the CTTC unit, 
told The Daily Star that 
the major challenges are 
that the victims do not 
want to file cases in cyber-
related crimes. Due to the 
delay in filing complaints, 
it became harder to collect 
evidence.

Another issue is the lack 
of awareness, especially 
in MFS-related crimes, he 
said.

“Often, service 
providers of many sites 
do not respond to our 
requirements properly 
and delay the exchange of 
information. Steps have 
been taken for the mutual 
legal assistance treaty 
(MLAT) to solve this issue,” 
he added.

Moreover, tech-
savvy criminals are now 
using VPNs to hide their 
activities, making it an even 
bigger challenge to catch 
them, Kibria explained.

“We are providing 
training to our officials 
on the newer trends of 

crimes. Currently, there 
are cybercrime units in 
Dhaka Metropolitan Police, 
Detective Branch, Criminal 
Investigation Department, 
Anti-Terrorism Unit, and 
Rapid Action Battalion. 
The officials working in 
the cybercrime unit of CID 
have trained abroad,” he 
mentioned. 

Former Inspector 
General of Police AKM 
Shahidul Hoque said 
officers get some basic 
cybercrime training 
during training and they 
get extensive training 
when they are included in 
specialised units.

“However, it is necessary 
to include cybercrime in the 
general training manual to 
deal with the new trends of 
crime, especially financial 
ones,” he added.

Mir Rezaul Alam, 
principal of Bangladesh 
Police Academy in Sardah, 
said, “We are presently 
providing a basic course on 
cybercrime to the newly-
recruited officers. We plan 
to include the provision 
of specialised training 
on cybercrime, money 
laundering, and human 
trafficking.”

Delayed
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The traffic rush has 
increased significantly in 
the city in recent years. 
To solve this issue, light 
vehicles, including battery-
run three-wheelers and 
rickshaws, usually take 
the smaller roads to 
avoid traffic congestion, 
according to locals.  

“However, most vehicles 
now prefer to take the 
central road. The workers 
need to speedup,” said 
Nazrul Islam Chunnu, 
convener of Jonouddyog, a 
citizens’ forum.

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the centres so that voters can exercise 
their voting rights smoothly,” he told The 
Daily Star.

“I believe the elections to Barishal and 
Khulna city polls will be even better than 
that of the Gazipur elections,” Ahsan 
Habib said.

“If anyone is involved in any 
irregularities, strict legal action will be 
taken against them, no matter who they 
are,” he warned.

“We have created equal opportunities 
for all and we will not make any concessions 
in case of any irregularities and chaos. 
Checkpoints have been set up to stop the 
entry of outsiders,” he further said.

Since the announcement of the polls 
schedule, the Election Commission has 
been strictly following the rules and 
regulations of the polls, mentioned 
Ahsan Habib.

In the last few years, EC 
officials abstained from 

using the term “risky” for 
polling centres more prone to 

violence. They came up with 
the decision considering that 
such word creates a negative 

impression on the voters, 
which deters them from 

coming to the polling centres 
to cast their votes.
