As the campaigning for Sylhet City Corporation
polls will conclude tonight at 12:00am, the
mayor and councillor candidates are passing
a busy time. ‘

With an eye to reach as many voters as
possible, mayor candidates are attending
more street rallies while the councillor ones are
trying to knock on every door.

Of the mayoral candidates, the contest between
Anwaruzzaman Chowdhury from Awami [.eague and
Nazrul Islam Babul from Jatiya Party is intense.

Anwaruzzaman on Saturday unveiled a 21-point election manifesto
for a green, clean and smart city. Yesterday, Nazrul did the same with a
21-point manifesto, promising a planned modern city.

At their rallies, both the candidates are now focusing on the promises
they made in the respective manifestos.

While the AL candidate is more focused on campaigning, the JP
candidate kept on alleging that the ruling party candidate trying to
make the polling environment unstable.

He filed a written complaint to the returning officer in this regard
and demanded that the hostels of Murari Chand College and Sylhet
Government College be closed during the polling time.

The AL candidate’s campaign is getting more intense as party leaders
and activists from across the country are thronging there.

A delegation of Sunamganj district AL, led by the unit’s president
and general secretary, was seen campaigning in the city yesterday.

ALs central leaders -- including presidium member Syed Jebunnessa
Haque, joint secretary Jahangir Kabir Nanak, organising secretary

On June 5, Hero Alam
announced that he would
contest the by-election to
the Dhaka-17 constituency,
which fell vacant after
the death of actor Akbar
Hossain Pathan Farooque.

Alam  bought  the

Rajshahi City Corporation for lack
of competition.

However, the election fever
reached its peak at the wards of
the city corporation centring
the councillor candidates with
participation from most political
parties including BNP and
Jamaat. '

The mayoral race is -
expected to be a one-
sided affair, with /
the incumbent
mayor, AHM l
Khairuzzaman |
Liton, being the
favourite. Like
the previous days,
he started campaign
before 5:00pm yesterday
and stayed with party activists till
midnight.

The other mayoral candidates
Saiful Islam of Jatiya Party
and Ladl Anwar of Jaker Party
campaigned at a limited scale.

The councillor race, on the
other hand, is much more
competitive.

“Councillor
candidates do  not
matter to us as our goal
is set in the mayoral election,”
said Mohammad Ali Kamal, AL
mayor candidate Liton’s election
campaigning committee’s
convener and the city AL acting
president.
